ROXBURY SELECTBOARD MEETING
MINUTES OF AUGUST 2, 2010

7:03PM – 9:30PM

MEMBERS:  Chair Shawn Neun, Vice-Chair Tim Martin and Road Commissioner Dave McShane

1. The meeting was called to order at 7:03PM.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Shawn moved to approve the minutes as amended, Dave seconded.  All in favor.

3. Reappraisal Update

a) Vermont Appraisal Company is requesting final payment.  Shawn stated that he didn’t think the Board should approve the payment at this time.  The Board agreed to have the final payment at the next meeting.

b) Sally Archer, Lister, discussed the reappraisal with the Board.  She said there were errors that were made by VAC that she has had to correct.  The reappraisal is drawing to a close.  No interior inspections were made on some of the properties, records are vastly improved.  There are 594-596 properties.  Grievances went well, eighty-one grievances which is 14% of grand list.  Fifteen properties have grieved to the Board of Civil Authority.  The grand list is $76,331,500.00; Current Use was discussed.  

c) CLA was discussed.  Some towns are having a low CLA after a reappraisal.  Land schedules are low, Sally is looking into land sales and errors and omissions were discussed.
d) Shawn asked Sally to have a plan for the future.  Sally agreed to work on a plan.  

4. Pike Septic Request – Paul Pike has requested the Board sign a document that will be recorded in the land records that releases a complaint filed by the Town.  The complaint was issued by Gerry D’Amico, Roxbury Sewage Officer in 2007, stating that a camp that was built on the Pike property was in violation of the septic ordinance because there was no septic permit issued.  The camp is being torn down and the State of Vermont Department of Environmental Conservation has sent a letter stating that the Pike property does not require a permit.  Dave is in full agreement that the septic is in compliance.  Dave stated that the Secretary of State’s office was contacted on whether the Board should sign the legal document, whether the Board had the authority to sign.  They said the Board could sign the document but she suggested the Board contact the town attorney.  By consensus, the Board agreed to sign the document (Shawn abstained from voting).  (See attached for letter of request by Pike’s attorney, Vacation of Town of Roxbury Non-Compliance Notices, letter from State of Vermont, letter to the State of Vermont from Pike Attorney and an Affidavit from Paul Pike).  Paul requested the Board give him a copy of the letter that was sent to him by Gerry D’Amico regarding the camp.  Tammy said that she did not have a copy and suggested he contact Gerry D’Amico for a copy.  He replied that he wanted a copy and the Board will get him one. 
5. Road Commissioner’s Report

a) Culverts were delivered.

b) The Board discussed renting a mulcher.

c) Hay was discussed.  No place to store hay.
d) Used equipment was discussed.  

e) Garage roof was discussed.  
6. Financial Report

a) Shawn moved to approve the orders, Dave seconded.  All in favor.

b) The Town received the Municipal Tax Adjustment Payment from the State in the amount of $16,476.70.

7. Old Business

a) The Board discussed the water supply for town buildings.  The Board decided to have the water tested.  Drilling a well at the fire department was also discussed.  No action taken.

b) The Board discussed the website.  By consensus, the Board approved having Tammy pursue GovOffice with Trish and Tammy maintaining the website.

c) Shawn mentioned that the town buildings need maintenance.  The siding on the fire department was discussed.  The roof on the garage and historical society needs repairing.  Tammy mentioned the furnaces at the garage, fire department and office were cleaned by Gillespie.  The Board discussed having the basement filled in, move the panel boxes and put the furnace in the stair way by making it a utility room.  The Board will get prices so they can put it in the budget for March.  The Board would like to have a line item in the budget for a Municipal Repair Fund for town garage.  

8. New Business

a) The annual Harpoon Bike Ride is taking place again.

9. Other Business

a) Tammy requested the Board approve the payment to VMCTA of $55.00 for dues for Tammy and Trish.  Shawn moved to approve the payment of $55.00 to VMCTA, Dave seconded.  All in favor.
b) Tim mentioned that he had discussed the unlicensed dog issue with Secretary of States Office.  They said there is nothing in the statutes that says town needed to send letters to dog owners certified.  There is no financial help for towns of expenses they incur trying to get the dogs licensed.  They suggested that if towns are not going to follow through with the owners of unlicensed dogs that they shouldn’t send the letters certified.  Dogs were discussed.

10. Set Tax Rate – Dave moved to set the 2010-2011 Tax Rate
