ROXBURY SELECTBOARD MEETING
MINUTES OF OCTOBER 21, 2010

7:01PM – 9:16PM

1. The meeting was called to order at 7:01PM.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Shawn moved to approve the minutes of October 4, 2010 as submitted, Tim seconded.  All in favor.

3. Public

a) Mark and Gloria Gerdes, Trustees of the Roxbury Cemetery Association, discussed with the Board the possibility of the Town taking over the Roxbury Cemetery on Route 12A.  Mark stated that the Association is broke; paying Reggie Brown Sr. for mowing and the cost of repairs to the mower and gas is depleting their bank account.  The Board and Trustees discussed options.  The Board could add funds to the budget for mowing the cemetery.  Dave will call the Vermont Corrections about mowing the cemetery.  The Board will need to know how much it would cost per year to have it mowed by the corrections.  The Board did mention that they did not want to step on Reggie’s toes by having someone else do the mowing.  Reggie is in his 90s and has been mowing the cemetery for years.  The Trustees agreed and have appreciated the work Reggie has done but they just do not have the funds to pay him.   The Board and Trustees will look into their options.  No decision made at this time.

b) Frank Morgano, Planning Commissioner, discussed with the Board the 5-Year Plan for Bridges.  Frank said that three Norwich students looked at the bridges that need repair.  By November 15th, the students will submit a report to the Planning Commission about what needs to be done and the cost associated with the repair.  Bridges that Frank mentioned that needed repair were Old Warren Mountain Road bridge, two Bull Run Road bridges, Cram Hill bridge and one that’s number is 49.  (Not sure what bridge that is).  Frank stated that he will be gone for three months and wondered if Dave would be willing to be the back-up person.  Dave agreed.  No action taken at this time.
c) Frank also mentioned the Hazardous Area Regulations.  The Board needs to review the regulations and approve at a future meeting.  
4. Road Commissioner’s Report
a) The Board discussed the need for the grader to be serviced.  Glen Johnson will service the grader for $1664.00 that quote does not include oil service.   Nortrax did not submit a quote for servicing.

b) The Board asked Tammy to find out when the grader was last serviced.  

c) Dave will find out prices on oil then bring it to the next meeting.

d) The 93 International radiator is bad, the air cooler leaked and the muffler needs to be fixed.

e) The Mack needs a muffler – it did not pass inspection.

f) The 2002 International had ABS work done.  It has been inspected.

g) The Chevy will have brake work done.

h) Dave mentioned there is an old 10 foot snowplow at the Town Garage.  Someone has expressed interest in purchasing the snowplow.  Tim mentioned that Don Randall may be interested too.  The Board decided the interested parties will submit a written offer for purchasing the snowplow.

i) Guardrail work will be done shortly.

j) The Board received one application for the part-time, back-up snowplow driver.  Steve Bell, a Roxbury resident, is interested in the job.  Steve has a CDL.  The Board would like Reggie Tucker to ride with Steve for a couple of storms and to have him ride with Loren prior to hiring.  Shawn and Dave stated they would like to hire Steve.  The Board approved hiring Steve Bell, contingent on him passing the Drug and Alcohol test and driving with Loren.  
5. Financial Report

a) The Board reviewed the orders.  Dave moved to approve the orders, Tim seconded.  All in favor.

b) Tammy updated the Board on the current taxes collected.  As of October 21st, the Town has collected $810,987.93 in current taxes.

c) Tammy updated the Board on the delinquent taxes.  As of October 21st, there is $19,130.02 in principal due for delinquent taxes.

d) The Town received the quarterly highway payment in the amount of $14,687.36.

e) The Town received the yearly current use payment from the state in the amount of $35,586.00.

6. Old Business

a) The report on the water test was received.  There was no coliform or E. coli detected in the water.  Shawn recommended the Board do another test.  Shawn moved to have the water tested for approximately $100.00, Dave seconded.  All in favor.  Tammy will order another kit.
b) Tammy suggested the Board have Joyce Brousseau maintain the website.  The Board approved Tammy’s suggestion.
7. New Business

a) The Board received the resignation of Shelley Brown as Library Trustee.  With regret, the Board accepted her resignation.  Tammy will post the open position.

b) The Board received the resignation of Karen Baker as E-911 Coordinator.  With regret, the Board accepted Karen’s resignation.  Tammy will post a notice.

c) Sally Archer, Lister, submitted errors and omissions for Steve and Diane Martin, Selby Jones and Michael French.   (See attached request).  Dave moved to approve the errors and omissions, Shawn seconded.  All in favor.

d) Tammy informed the Board that the Board received a Certificate of Withdrawal from CVSWMD.  CVSWMD approved Roxbury’s withdrawal from the district and has stated that Roxbury has fully paid all of its financial obligations to the district.  (See attached) The Board was pleased with the certificate.

e) Dave informed the Board that Steve Twombly, Roxbury’s Town Agent, may suggest the Selectboard settle the Tax Appeal with John Paul and Julie Lassner.  Steve feels the Town may not win the appeal.  Dave will ask Steve to come to the next meeting.
f) Tammy informed the Board that Trish Brown has resigned as Assistant Town Clerk.  Tammy has hired Joyce Brousseau as the new Assistant Town Clerk.

8. Other Business

a) Tim mentioned that the “Welcome to Roxbury” signs may not sit well with the residents in East Roxbury.  They may want the words to be “Welcome to East Roxbury”.  Shawn will contact Wood & Wood Signs to discuss the change.

b) Dave stated the annual underground assessment fee for the underground tank is due.  The cost is $100.00.  Shawn moved to pay the fee, Dave seconded.  All in favor.

c) Tammy mentioned the PACIF Insurance renewal and the VLCT Health Insurance.  Tammy needs an inventory list from the Fire Department and Town Garage.  She will do the list for the Town Office.  Tammy also needs an updated list of Fire Fighters.  Tim will get her the lists for the Fire Department; Dave will contact Loren about the list for the garage.  The Board discussed health insurance.

d) The flag pole was mentioned.  Hopefully, Shawn will do it next week.

9. Shawn moved to enter executive session to discuss a personnel issue with an invitation to Tammy Legacy, Dave seconded.  All in favor.  The Board entered executive session at 9:05PM.

Dave moved to exit executive session, Shawn seconded.  All in favor.  The Board exited executive session at 9:15PM.

Dave moved to start Small Claims proceedings for unreturned Fire Department equipment from a former fire fighter, Shawn seconded.  All in favor.  Tammy will draft the check for the court.  Tim will look into the necessary paperwork.
With no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 9:16PM.
