ROXBURY SELECTBOARD MEETING
MINUTES OF AUGUST 16, 2010

7:00PM – 10:26PM

MEMBERS:  Chairman Shawn Neun, Vice-Chair Tim Martin and Road Commission Dave McShane

STAFF:  Selectboard Assistant Tammy Legacy

PUBLIC:  Bill & Winona Pemberton, John Malter and Dave Santi

1. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Dave moved to approve the minutes as amended, Tim seconded.  All in favor.

3. Public

a) Bill Pemberton requested permission to open and then close a trench on Bull Run Road.  He would like to excavate an area to find a broken telephone pole.  There is a dispute with the neighbors regarding the property line.  Mr. Pemberton will make sure it is Dig Safed.  He would excavate on shoulder area.  (See attached for Mr. Pemberton’s request and drawing)  By consensus, the Board gives Mr. Pemberton permission for the digging in the town right-of-way.  Bill will have the excavating done 30 days from August 18th (September 17, 2010).  Tammy will send a letter giving Mr. Pemberton permission.  
b) John Malter from the Mad River Resource Management Alliance welcomed Roxbury to the alliance.  Mr. Malter said the alliance formed in 1994 with five communities.  Later others joined.  The alliance supplements their income with grants.  They have an agreement with Moretown landfill.  There is only one employee and is not full time.  The alliance charges $2.00 per car and pickup tire from Green-Up Day.  They do know that the tires may not be tires picked up on the side of the road.  The Selectboard needs to appoint a representative to the alliance.  The representative will vote on the upcoming budget.  The fee is $2.00 per capita.  They used Central VT Regional Planning Commissioners data for population.  The alliance is on a calendar year budget.   MRRMA meets on the 2nd Monday of the month, they do not meet every month.  The next meeting is September 13th.
4. Road Commissioner’s Report
a) The Board discussed having a village water system.  A preliminary engineering study would be needed.  The cost for the study would be $5,000 to $20,000.  The Board would get a loan for five years with zero interest through this program.  The Board would need to apply for a grant.  A yearly maintenance was discussed.  Septic issues would be looked into later.  Shawn suggested getting more information and bring it to the voters at Town Meeting in March.
b) Dave gave the Board a list of winter equipment.

c) Dave gave the Board a Capital Equipment Plan.  The Board discussed the plan.  (see attached)
d) The Board discussed the cost for a new truck.  JB International’s quote is $95,925 and Clark’s quote is $96,395.  The body 7 plow equipment is not included in the cost.  A new truck would be approximately $151,000.  No decision made.

e) John Parzych will be asked to check over the 93 International to see what shape the truck is in.

f) The Grader needs a complete service.  Dave will look into having Glenn Johnson do the work. 

5. Financial Report

a) Shawn moved to approve the orders, Dave seconded.  All in favor.

6. Old Business

a) At the Special Town Meeting on August 10, 2010, the voters once again passed the article to withdraw from CVSWMD and join MRRMA.

b) The Board reviewed the list of unlicensed dogs.  Tim will call the people on the list to request they license their dogs.  The Board will discuss it at the September 7th meeting.

c) Shawn told the Board the new hot water heater was installed.  Outlets were installed in the office counter.  

d) Shawn requested the Board put shelves in the attic for storage so that the items stored in the attic are orderly.  The Board said they would need to look into whether the floor could handle the weight.   

7. New Business

a) Dave moved to appoint Tammy as the delegate at the VLCT Town Fair in March.  Tammy will attend the Town Fair but the Selectboard will not attend due to their work schedule.
b) Tammy said she received a complaint regarding manure being left in the road on Warren Mountain Road.  The person is allergic to horse fly bites and is worried that the manure will bring more flies to the area.  Tim will talk to Tom O’Brien to see if the manure can be cleaned up next year.  The camp is going to close next week.

c) The Board discussed the “Welcome to Roxbury” signs that are stored in the attic.  The logo needs to be added to the signs.  The Board agreed to ask Ron Jerry and Marcel Ducas for permission to put the signs on their property out of the states right-of-way.  The other signs were done by Wood n’ Wood.  Shawn is in charge of taking care of this.  Dave would like to send a thank you letter to Tina Young for painting the sign on her property.  The Board agreed to send her a thank you letter.
d) The Board discussed the Human Services & Educational Facilities Gran/Recreational Facilities Grant.  The Board will give Sue Nevins the grant documents to see if she is interested in applying for the Historical Society building.  The Historical Society building needs repairs.
e) Dave moved to pay for the Marshall & Swift cost tables in the amount of $231.85, Tim seconded.  All in favor.

8. Other Business

a) Eric Davis from All Clean was discussed.  Tammy will make a file on All Clean.  All Clean is the company that is collecting trash and recycling in the village on Thursday nights.

b) Dave Santi mentioned the ANR SR47 which involves clean up for salvage yards.

9. Shawn moved to enter executive session with an invitation to Tammy Legacy, Selectboard Assistant to discuss a personnel issue, Dave seconded.  All in favor.  The Board entered executive session at 10:15PM.

The Board exited executive session at 10:26PM.  No action taken.

10. It was mentioned that Clarence Baker may help the road crew put culverts in.

With no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 10:26PM.
