4. Road Commissioner’s Report

    a)  The Board discussed Roxbury’s sign inventory and the Federal
         Highway Sign Program.  The Central Vermont Regional Planning 
         Commission did an inventory of Roxbury’s road signs.  Dave gave 
         each member a copy of the inventory list.    Street signs Do not need
         to be replaced yet.  “Stop” signs on Town roads that meet Route 12 

         and 12A are in the State’s jurisdiction for making sure it meets the 

         correct requirements.  Signs need to be in compliance by 2015 (8 

          inch signs with 6 inch letters).

b) The Board discussed and approved the Certificate of Highway Mileage.  Dave, as Road Commissioner, signed the form and submitted it to Tammy, as Town Clerk, to sign and submit to the State.

c) Dave mentioned the Highway Field Days is on May 11th.

d) The 93 International Truck broke the front axle.  The cost to repair will be $2600.00.

e) The arm on the grader was back on and the road crew have been winging back the snow.
f) The Board discussed the roofs on town buildings.  There is a lot of snow and ice building up on the roofs.  Clarence Baker cleaned off the Town Garage roof.  The Library has requested the road crew clean off the Library roof since it is a Town building.  It was mentioned that Sue D’Amico was already cleaning off the Library roof.  Shawn volunteered to clean off the Historical Society’s roof.  The Senior Center and Fire Station’s roofs are okay.  The Board will keep an eye on the roof at the Town Office.  Shawn mentioned that he had a concern that shoveling snow will be requested for Town owned properties in the future.   

g) The Board mentioned that a car was left at the Fire Station.  Tim has been in touch with the owners of the car.

h) Roads and equipment were discussed.

i) Shawn mentioned the possible need for a time clock for the highway department.
