1. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Shawn moved to approve the minutes of November 15, 2010 as amended and the minutes of November 18, 2010 as submitted, Dave seconded.  All in favor.

3. Public:  Mike Feiner, member of the Energy Committee, requested the Board consider adding a line in the 2011-2012 budget of $250.00 for the Energy Committee.  These funds would be used for outreach or organization expenses.  

4. Road Commissioner’s Report

a) The 2002 International is at Clark’s.  The transmission is leaking fluids, the bolts are stripped.  It maybe covered by Clark’s because Clark’s may have accidentally stripped the bolts.

b) The Chevy needs to go back to McLeods.  The front end has alignment problems.

c) The Loader’s throttle cable broke.

d) Gravel was used during the weekend.

e) Tim mentioned that he observed the furnace at the garage running hot and leakage on the stove pipe.  Tammy will contact Gillespie’s.
5. Financial Report
a) Shawn moved to approve the orders, Dave seconded.  All in favor.
b) The PILOT funds were received from the State in the amount of $8,164.98.

6. Old Business

a) The Board discussed the Hazard Regulations.  Shawn moved to approve the regulations, Dave seconded.  The motion passed 2 to 1 with Tim voting no.

b) Shawn moved to appoint Alan Waterman as the new E-911 Coordinator, Tim seconded.  All in favor.

c) The Lassner tax appeal was postponed until the next meeting.

7. New Business

a) The Emergency Management Director was postponed until the next meeting.

b) The Board discussed applying for a generator grant.  Due to the lack of time for applying and matching funds, the Board decided not to apply for the grant at this time.

c) Tammy explained that she would like to purchase a new map cabinet for mylars.  The funds would come out of the restricted funds (DMV Fund and Book Restoration Fund) which are maintained by the Town Clerk.  The Town either needs to buy more map books because they are full and falling apart or purchase a cabinet which will hold 1,000 maps.  Shawn moved to purchase the map cabinet, Dave seconded.  All in favor.

d) Tammy requested permission to attend the IIMC conference in May.  The amount of the conference is $660.00.  Dave moved to send Tammy to the IIMC conference, Shawn seconded.  All in favor.

e) Tammy informed the Board that the PACIF insurance has increased $1,745.  That amount includes the highway, office, fire department and library.
f) Tammy asked the Board to allow the employees to participate in the VLCT Wellness Initiatives Program.  She said that she does not know if the employees want to participate but the deadline is approaching so she needs approval just in case they want to participate.  Dave moved to approve, if the employees agree, participation in the Wellness Program, Shawn seconded.  All in favor.

g) The Board discussed the reappraisal.  

8. Other Business

a) The Board agreed to have a tree on the lawn at the Town Office.  Shawn will get the tree and have volunteers decorate it.

b) Tim requested the Board sign the Forest Fire Warden appointment form for the State of Vermont.  The form officially makes Tim the Forest Fire Warden for five years.  Shawn moved to appoint Tim Martin as Forest Fire Warden, Dave seconded.  Shawn and Dave voted yes with Tim abstaining.

c) Dave asked if the Board is interested in giving a holiday bonus to the full time employees.  The Board discussed the history of the bonuses and whether or not bonuses should be given this year.  Shawn moved to approve a holiday bonus of half a weeks pay for full time employees, Dave seconded.  The motion passed 2 to 1 with Tim opposed.  The bonus will be given out next week.
d) The water test was sent.

e) The flags have been brought inside and will be stored upstairs.

9. 2011 Selectboard Report and 2011-2012 Budget

a) Shawn will work on the Selectboard Report for next meeting.

b) The Board worked on the 2011-2012 Budget.
