1. The meeting was called to order at 7:05PM.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Steve moved to approve the minutes of March 9, 2011 and March 14, 2011 with corrections, Dave seconded.  All in favor.

4. Public Works Services – Tom Henry and Christopher Schmelzenbach,a Civil Engineering Company discussed the possibility of working for Roxbury with VTrans Grants, helping with cost cutting methods.  Grants for Class II roads and Better Back Roads Program were discussed.  

5. Public

a) Kevin Pecor, Roxbury’s Emergency Management Coordinator, discussed with the Board the designation of the School as the emergency shelter site.  Kevin asked the Board again about have an emergency fund available to him in the amount of $5,000.00.  Kevin mentioned that the State suggests coordinators have a $10,000.00 cap but he thinks that was an excessive amount for a small town.  The Board and Kevin discussed the COG and the COOP plans and the Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan.  The Board suggested to Kevin that Tina Young would be an ideal choice for a Shelter Manager.  The Board and Kevin discussed Emergency Generator Grants and a possibility of getting a generator for an emergency.  The Board asked Kevin who would be in charge if he was not available, Kevin replied that the 2nd in command would be the Fire Chief and then the other Fire Department Officers.  The Board would like to have a meeting with Kevin and Kim Livellara, Planning Commission Chair in the near future.

6. Dog River – Dave met with Pat Ross regarding the Dog River Project.  Pat thinks the project is working like it is supposed to.  Vegetation along Dog River was discussed.  Germaine Morse said she did not want big machinery on her property.  The Morses and the Board agree something needs to be done soon about the flooding in the village.
7. Road Commissioner’s Report

a) Roads are in good shape. 

b) The Oxbow Road is open.

c) A lot of gravel has been used this spring.

d) The Board has not heard anything from the insurance company regarding the Mack.

e) The Progressive Insurance will give the Town $600.00 for the accident with the Mack and another driver.  The other driver was at fault in the accident that took place on Tracy Hill Road.

f) The Mack was in a different accident that bent the rear-end housing a week ago.  

g) Loader is now fixed.

h) The Grader’s exhaust is not fixed yet.

i) The Chevy’s chain at bottom of sander broke.  Clarence Baker took the Chevy to Lucky’s for repair.

j) The Board discussed the replacement plan of vehicles.

k) The Board discussed the purchase of a base radio for the Town Office and hand held radios for the Board.  They received one quote from Radio North.  Shawn will get more prices and will discuss at the next meeting.

8. Financial Report

a) Shawn moved to approve the orders, Dave seconded.  All in favor.

b) Tammy mentioned to the Board the need to have the orders reviewed for both her sake and the Towns.  Steve moved that Shawn will be authorized to review the invoices for Selectboard orders, Dave seconded.  All in favor.

9. Old Business

a) Dave has names of three reputable architects for the office building’s basement problems.  Dave will contact them.

b) The Board updated Steve on the VOTE Grant that the Town received last year to have a handicapped ramp and paved driveway.
10. New Business

a) Sally Archer requested funding to attend the TOEC and NEMRC seminar.  Steve moved to approve Sally’s request, Dave seconded.  All in favor.

b) Vermont Corrections Contract - $4,500.00 for a year having all Roxbury cemeteries mowed including the large one maintained by the Roxbury Cemetery Association.  Steve moved to authorize Dave to sign the contract with Vermont Corrections for cemetery mowing, Shawn seconded.  All in favor.  Dave signed the contract.  

11. Other Business

a) The Board discussed the repairs for the Historical Society. Need specs for a standing seam roof and need prices for a new chimney.   The Board discussed applying for a small energy grant for solar (there is currently no electricity to the building – Shawn had given permission for Sue Nevins to run an electrical cord to his house).  Sue has mentioned that she would like to work in the building during the winter but there is no heat.  It was mentioned that a small heater could be purchased.  

b) The Board will send a letter to Glenn Howland for donating the new lock and keys for the Town Office.  The Board would like to mark on each key prior to them being handed out.  Shawn will get an engraver for the Town to mark on the keys.

With no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 9:35PM.
