ROXBURY SELECTBOARD MEETING
MINUTES OF JANUARY 17, 2011

1. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Dave moved to approve the minutes as amended, Tim seconded.  All in favor.

3. The stove pipe at the Town Garage has been inspected by Gillespie’s.  

4. Public
a) Kevin Pecor, Roxbury’s Emergency Management Director (EMD), updated the Board on what he has been doing as Roxbury’s EMD.  Kevin has reviewed the Emergency Operation Plan.  The Board and Kevin discussed the Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan.  Tammy will send Kevin copies of the Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan and copies of other plans that Roxbury has approved.  Kevin requested a list of town bridges.  Kevin requested the Board allow him an Emergency Management Spending Cap; he suggested an amount of $5,000.00.  These funds would be for Kevin to use in case of an emergency; Kevin would not need Board approval to spend the funds.  Kevin explained that the purpose of the spending cap would be so he would not need to wait for the Board to approve the funds; when there is an emergency, there would not be time for the Board to have special meetings.  Kevin gave a copy of the Emergency Operation Plan to the Board.  The Board will review the plan and send comments and or questions to Tammy and Tammy will email them to Kevin.  

b) Steve Twombly, Town Agent, and Sally Archer, Lister, discussed with the Board the Morse Tax Appeal.  The Morse property is currently valued at $150,000.00; the Morse’s would like a value of $125,000.00.  Sally stated that she thought a correct value would be at $135,000.00.  Steve suggested the Board approve placing a value of $125,000.00.  Dave moved to have the Board set the value of Gary and Germaine Morse’s property at $125,000.00 at the recommendation of the Town Agent, Tim seconded.  All in favor.

5. Road Commissioner’s Report

a) Glenn Johnson fixed the grader.  There is still an exhaust leak.  Dave is getting prices – exhaust is leaking into the cab.

b) The diesel fuel pump is not working correctly.  The pump was installed in 1996.  It was losing prime over the week-end.  Dave has gotten one price of $1,800.00, he will get more quotes.

c) There is one set of electrical outlets not working at the Town Garage.  

d) The overhead door needed repairing; it has been fixed.

e) Half the supply of sand is left in the pile.

6. Financial Report

a) The Board reviewed and approved the orders.

b) Tammy informed the Board that the Town has received the Health Promotion Leader Award from VLCT.  The Board has agreed to share the award with the two participating employees 60/40.  The check to the Roxbury Town Treasurer is for the employees share; Anne Maxham will cash the check and divide between the two employees.

c) Shawn moved to approve the amount of $7,965.00 to put in the ChoiceCare Card Account for employee health care, Dave seconded.  All in favor.

7. New Business

a) Tammy mentioned that there is no policy in place when there is a death that the Board would like to acknowledge.  For instance, an employee’s sister passed away recently and she was not sure if she should send something on behalf of the Town.  Shawn moved that in the present and future bereavements, to have the Town Clerk send a donation, maximum of $50.00, Dave seconded.  All in favor.  Tammy will send a donation to Gifford Memorial Birthing Center in the name of Mary Bent.
b) Tammy and the Board filled out the questions on the ChoiceCare Card enrollment.

8. The Board worked on the 2011 Selectboard Report and 2011/2012 Budget.

9. The Board agreed to place an article on the Town Meeting Warning.  The article will be:
