1. The meeting was called to order at 7:05PM.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Shawn moved to approve the minutes of September 20, 2010 as submitted, Dave seconded.  All in favor.

3. Public

a) Robert Langlois discussed with the Board the fact that he was charged a legal fee when the Delinquent Tax Collector put his property up for Tax Sale.  Robert said his mother had a payment arrangement for paying his taxes and he does not think he should be charged a legal fee.  Anne Maxham, Roxbury Delinquent Tax Collector, replied that according to the payment arrangement a payment would be made at the beginning of each month starting with July, when no payment was received the arrangement was void.  A payment was made at the end of July which included July and August payment.  Anne stated that she had sent the account to the Town Attorney prior to the payment being made.  Once it was in the attorney’s hands, she was not involved with the collection.  Anne also stated that Robert had told her that he would not have been able to borrow the money to pay the taxes unless it was up for tax sale.  Robert was hoping to be able to get a refund on the legal fees since he had a payment arrangement.  Shawn told Robert that he did not think the Board could give the money back.  It was suggested that he contact the attorney to see if he would refund the money.  Robert said he would contact the attorney.

a) Equipment was discussed.  The 93 International needs work done. 

     There are problems with the radiator, drive shaft and exhaust.  The 

      Mack needs control cables put on and needs four new tires.  The  

     Chevy needs brake work done.  The equipment will need to be 
     prepared for winter.  The 93 International will be worked on 
     immediately.
b) Guardrails were discussed.  Shawn moved to approve the guardrail installation on Bull Run Road and Steele Hill, Tim seconded.  All in 

                      favor.

c) The Board discussed advertising for the temporary, part-time back-

      up driver.  Shawn moved to put an ad in the Times Argus, Dave 

      seconded.  All in favor.

5. Financial Report

a)  Dave moved to approve the orders, Tim seconded.  All in favor.

b) Tammy updated the Board on current taxes.

c) Tammy updated the Board on delinquent taxes.  

6. Old Business

a) Energy Audit – Carlos Montero updated the Board on the energy audit.  The Board has received the reports on the Town Office, Town Garage, Community Hall and the Library.  The Board has not reviewed the reports.  No action taken at this time.

7. New Business

a) The Listers submitted Errors and Omissions.  First request is for Charles W. Johnson.  The parcel needs to be deleted and the acres added to the Winton Loveland Trust property.  The seconded request is for Paul and Sandra Baker.  The parcel is mistakenly put under non-residential when it should be residential.  Dave moved to approve the corrections, Shawn seconded.  All in favor.

b) The Board received information on PACIF insurance.

c) The Board received information on VLCT health insurance increase.  The Board will look into other health insurance plans.

d) The Board received a letter from Cheryl Chittick regarding the neighboring businesses that make the summers at her home unpleasant.  (See attached letter)  No action taken.
8. Other Business

a) Tammy informed the Board that she has received a complaint that Norman Vandal harasses a resident when she drives up Old Warren Mountain Road.  The Board took no action on complaint.

b) Tim informed the Board that Walter French is working on cleaning up his property so his family will not have to park in the road.

c) Dave suggested the Board have Tammy prepare the numbers for the office portion of 2011-2012 budget and Dave will prepare the numbers for the highway portion.  The Board agreed to Dave’s suggestions.
