ROXBURY SELECTBOARD MEETING
MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 7, 2010

7:03PM – 9:42PM

MEMBERS:  Chair Shawn Neun, Vice-Chair Tim Martin and Road Commissioner Dave McShane

STAFF:  Selectboard Assistant Tammy Legacy

PUBLIC:  Sue Nevins and Don Randall

1. The meeting was called to order at 7:03PM.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Dave moved to approve the minutes of August 16, 2010 as amended, Shawn seconded.  All in favor.

3. Tim mentioned that he had talked to Tom O’Brien from Windridge Camp about the horse manure being left in the road.  Tom said he would take care of it next year.

4. All Clean will only be collecting trash and recyclables for a couple more weeks due to darkness.

5. Public:

a) Sue Nevins presented the Board and Town Clerk with old Grand Lists from the early 1800s.  She would like them protected as they were not being protected in the Historical Society building.  Tammy will store them in the vault and talk to Browns River/Marotti about restoring them.  The Board thanked her for the donation.

6. Road Commissioner’s Report

a) The Board received an inspection report from John Parzych on the 93 International truck.  There was no cost estimate for repairs on the report.  Repairs need to be done before winter if the truck will be used for the winter.  Dave will get prices for the repairs.

b) The Board discussed purchasing a new truck.  After a lengthy discussion, the Board decided they will ask the voters at Town Meeting whether they want the Board to purchase a truck.

c) The Mack needs repairs.  Dave will look into prices.

d) Bill Pemberton did not need to dig in the town’s right-of-way.  The road crew happen to find the broken pole while cleaning ditches.
e) Dave wants to hire Steve Amell again this year as the back-up snow plow driver.  He will need to have a drug and alcohol test done before starting.  He requests the Board allow him to work at least 8 hours a week.  By consensus, the Board agreed to hire Steve Amell as the back-up snow plow driver.

f) Roadside mowing will be done in a couple of weeks.

g) The Board discussed roads.

h) Dave requested the Board approve sending Loren to the New Sign Laws class for $30.00 and Loren and Roger to the Roads and Trees class for $15.00 each.  The Board discussed whether it is necessary to send employees to trainings.  Dave and Shawn both said they think trainings are worthwhile.  Tim feels they could read the information and learn without attending the trainings.  Shawn moved to send the guys to the trainings, Dave seconded.  Dave and Shawn voted yes and Tim voted no.  Tammy will register the guys for the classes.

i) It was mentioned that the Board does not have a safety policy.

j) Dave recommended the Board pay the annual $50.00 for the underground tank assessment fee.  The Board approved the payment.

k) Shawn said he still wants to have a pole barn built at the garage.  Shawn said that a survey should be done on the Town Garage property to make sure the pole barn is built on town property.  Shawn will get quotes for a survey.

7. Financial Report

a) Dave moved to approve the orders, Shawn seconded.  All in favor.

b) The Board reviewed the budget.

c) Tammy informed the Board that tax sales will be held on October 5th.  There are 22 properties up for sale.

8. Old Business

a) CVSWMD has agreed to place Roxbury’s withdrawal on their September 1st meeting.  They also agreed to pro-rate Roxbury’s per capita to $100.00 given the vote to withdraw did not occur until their current fiscal year.  The Board agreed to send CVSWMD $100.00.
b) The Board discussed the town water used by the Senior Center, Town Office and Town Garage and currently being used by a water hose by the Fire Department.  Cold weather is coming so the hose will need to be removed.  Dave will get the water tested.  He will call the Vermont Health Department.  Shawn moved to approve Tammy to make a check for the test kits (the cost is $20 to $30 a test), Tim seconded.  All in favor.

c) The energy audit was done on the Senior Center, Town Office, Town Garage and Library.  The audit people were concerned about the boiler at the Town Office.  When they fired up the boiler, it smoked and carbon monoxide levels increased.  Tammy will call Gillespie’s.  The Board said the chimney may need to be inspected.  

d) Unlicensed Dogs Update – Tammy updated the Board on the list of unlicensed dogs.  Tim stated that he had received a complaint that Tammy yelled at a resident that had not licensed their dogs.  Tammy said that she did not yell at the person, only reminded them that the dogs needed to be licensed.  Tim said that if the dogs are now in the Selectboard’s hands, then Tammy shouldn’t ask the residents anything.  Tammy said that was incorrect, it is in the hands of the Selectboard but it is the Town Clerk that licenses the dogs; it is the responsibility of the Selectboard to pursue the issue now.  Tim also stated that a resident said that Tammy wouldn’t give him a Town Report in 2007 because the reports were for residents.  Tammy stated that the reports are for residents and if there were no extras then he could not get one; there were a couple years that there were no extra copies.  Tammy felt Tim is assuming the information he is hearing is correct, the person complaining about the Town Reports had an attitude about being in Roxbury, and he didn’t want to register his dogs or be on the checklist.  Tim was bringing the information to the Board.  Tim said people should be treated with courtesy, Tammy said she does.  The Board agreed to have Tammy contact a lawyer with the list of unlicensed dogs as of September 14th.
e) The Board also mentioned that the State Police has contacted Shawn about horses on Steele Hill; there were concerns that the horses were being mistreated.  The Board discussed the fact that there were no Animal Control Officer so Shawn as Chair is the one that receives the complaints.  Shawn said that he had gone to a house on Tenney Road twice regarding a dog issue.  Since Shawn is unable to meet Ron Jerry at 5:30 on Wednesday to go to the house with the horses, Tim agreed to go.

9. New Business

a) Shawn moved to appoint Dave as Mad River Resource Management Alliance Representative, Tim seconded.  All in favor.
b) The Listers submitted a list of Errors and Omissions for the Board to approve.  The list is:

1. Lawrence and Ingrid Cox – housesite value issue

2. James & Shelly Roux – acreage error and nonresidential error on business
3. Floyd Colgan et al – acreage error

4. Lisa Partlow and Scott Milling – acreage error and parcel ID number

Dave moved to approve the Errors and Omissions on the Grand List, Tim seconded.  All in favor.  (see attached)

c) Shawn said that he was concerned that unregistered vehicles are being kept on town property.  He thought there could be a liability issue.  For instance, Tim’s vehicles being left at the Fire Department.  Tim said his vehicles use the Dealers License Plate.

d) The Board also discussed cars being left in the town’s right-of-way on Northfield Road.  The homes of Walter French and Sandra Kingsley park in the town right-of-way.  Tim will talk to Walter and Sandra.

e) Shawn said that he can not attend the October 18th meeting.

10. Other Business

a) On the 18th, Tim will dig the hole for the flag pole light and Shawn will install the light.
b) The flags on the street will be taken down soon and then put back up for Veterans Day.

c) Dave moved to approve the annual contract with Copiers Etc, Shawn seconded.  All in favor.

d) Sally Archer requested the Board allow her to purchase the Marshall & Swift Residential Cost Handbook for $308.95.  Currently, the Listers use a borrowed 1995 copy.  Shawn moved to purchase the handbook and have it taken out of the Reappraisal Fund, Tim seconded.  All in favor.

11. Executive Session – Dave moved to enter executive session to discuss a personnel issue with an invitation to Tammy Legacy, Shawn seconded.  All in favor.  The Board entered executive session at 9:30PM.  Shawn moved to exit executive session, Dave seconded.  All in favor.  The Board exited executive session at 9:37PM.  No action taken.

12. Tammy will send a letter to Gordon Bock, former Roxbury Volunteer Fire Fighter, requesting he return the pager, radio and chargers that he used while on the fire department.  

With no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 9:42PM.
