ROXBURY SELECTBOARD MEETING
MINUTES OF APRIL 4, 2011

1. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Public

a) CVPS Representatives talked to the Board about relocating the electric lines on Warren Mountain Road and Northfield Road.  The lines had originally been installed in the 1940s.  Dave said he would like to see CVPS and TDS use the same poles.  The poles would be in the Town right-of-way.  The Planning Commission needs to be aware of the project.  The Board is in favor of relocating the lines.  CVPS hopes to get the permit by end of year and start the project next year.  Dave said he would call Greg Sanders from TDS about the CVPS project.  Tammy will contact the Planning Commission.

3. Road Commissioner’s Report

a) The Board received two quotes for the new truck body.  Tenco’s quote is $54,895.00 which includes the load cover and undercoating.  Fairfield’s quote is $52,310.00 which does not include the undercoating and load cover.  

b) The Board received a price from Clark’s for the cab and chassis.  The price for a 4 wheel drive, standard small engine is $101,840.00; the price for a 330 automatic is $108,941.00. 

c) A price for a power angle plow from Tenco’s is $1,495.00 and Fairfield’s is $2,730.00.
d) Steve moved to purchase from Clarks the 4 wheel 7400 International Truck with 330 automatic and to purchase from Tenco’s the body and plow equipment, Dave seconded.  All in favor.  

e) Tammy received quotes from Peoples Bank and Merchants Bank.  People’s Bank is 3% interest for a 5 year loan and Merchants is 3.25% interest for a 5 year loan.  Tammy will contact Merchants Bank to see if they would match People’s Bank.  The Board and Tammy discussed the service they were receiving from People’s Bank; they felt that since Chittenden Bank was bought by People’s Bank the service has not been as good.  

f) Insurance Update – VLCT has told McLeod’s to fix the Mack Truck.  The Town is only liable to pay the deductibles for each accident ($500.00 per accident for a total of $1,000.00).  

g) Shawn moved to send Loren and Roger to the Vermont Municipal Highway Association’s Annual Field Days, Steve seconded.  All in favor. 

h) Dave would like to send Loren and Roger to the Geosynthetics for Local Road Maintenance & Construction workshop.  By consensus, the Board agreed to Dave’s request.  
i) Tammy will contact Vermont Local Roads to see if they know what classes Loren and Roger have taken.

j) Tammy will send the nomination form for VMHA Highway Person of the Year Award for Loren Bent.

k) The Board discussed health insurance for Loren.  Loren needs to add his children to his policy.  Per employee policy, Loren is entitled to add his children.  Tammy will have Loren fill out the necessary paperwork.

l) Workers Comp claim was discussed.

m) The Board discussed Central Vermont Regional Planning Commissions request to have a one mile section of the Warren Mountain Road as a hazardous road.  Warren Mountain Road is the third hazardous road on the CVRPC’s list.  

n) Dave is in touch with the State regarding who owns the railroad crossing signs that will need to be replaced.

4. Financial Report

a) The Board reviewed the orders.  Shawn moved to approve the orders, Steve seconded.  All in favor.

5. Old Business

a) Radios – Shawn needs to get new prices for new radios because of new regulations.  Tammy will contact the FCC about Roxbury’s license.  
b) Dave is in touch with two architects regarding the Town Office maintenance issues.  Estimates for the architectural work are between $1,700.00 and $2,700.00.  Steve suggested Dave meet with them so they can see the building.  .

c) EOP – The Board discussed the Emergency Operations Plan.  Steve will get in touch with Kevin Pecor to let him know the Board’s concerns.

6. New Business

a) Historical Society – Steve will do specs for the Historical Society building for phase 1 – (roof work). 

b) The Board received a letter from Ronald Zschaler who owns property on Warren Mountain Road.  He suggests the Board improve the condition of Warren Mountain Road – during the spring the road becomes impassable.  
c) The Town Clerk, Tammy Legacy, requested the Board approve the purchase of a Keurig Coffeemaker.  By consensus, the Board approved the purchase up to $120.00.

d) Sally Archer, Lister, requested funds for her to attend two courses.  The courses will be funded through the Listers Education Reserve Fund.  Dave moved to approve Sally’s request, Steve seconded.  All in favor.

e) The Board discussed Town buildings, maintenance and efficiency.

7. Other Business

a) Dog River Update – The Board discussed cleaning Dog River.  Pat Ross said the Town would need to wait until snow is gone.  The Board discussed trying to get a permit.  

With no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 9:38PM.
