ROXBURY SELECTBOARD MEETING
MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 1, 2010

1. Shawn called the meeting to order at 7:05PM.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Shawn moved to approve the minutes of October 21, 2010 as amended, Dave seconded.  All in favor.

3. Road Commissioner’s Report

a) The Board reviewed the Winter Maintenance Plan/Plow Route.  Shawn moved to approve the plan, Dave seconded.  All in favor.

b) The Town received two bids for the old plow equipment.  Don Randall bid $100.00 and ECS Excavating & Landscaping bid $450.00.  Dave moved to accept ECS Excavating & Landscaping bid, Tim seconded.  All in favor.

c) The Board discussed the quote for grader service.  Glen Johnson would use the Town’s oil so the price of the oil was not in his quote.  

d) Grader has been over heating due to the thermostat not working correctly.  It may also have water pump problems. Dave would like to have Glen Johnson service the grader after the grading has been done.  By consensus, the Board agreed to have Glen Johnson service the grader.

e) By consensus, the Board will have John Parzych work on the Chevy.  The Town will purchase the backing plates from Cody Chevrolet.  

f) Other equipment was discussed.

4. Financial Report

a) Dave moved to approve the orders, Shawn seconded.  All in favor.

b) Tammy explained to the Board that she mistakenly paid the School the amount that was deducted from tax bills for the HS-144 payment.  The School has reimbursed the Town for the overpayment.
5. Old Business

a) Tammy told the Board that a meeting has been scheduled for November 10th at 7PM to discuss health insurance with the VLCT representative.  The previously scheduled meeting was rescheduled to November 10th because some Board members were unable to attend.  Tammy also asked if the Board would consider changing their share for the VLCT Health Promotion Award to 50.1/49.9 with the employees getting the 50.1%.  The Town would receive a larger award if the share was larger.  Shawn suggested the Board split the award 60/40 with the employees getting the 60%.  By consensus, the Board agreed to share 60/40.
b) Tax Appeals Update – Steve Twombly, Roxbury’s Town Agent, and Sally Archer, Lister discussed with the Board the two tax appeals that have decided to appeal the BCA’s decision.  

John Paul and Julie Lassner are appealing to Property Valuation & Review.  Steve told the Board his opinion on the appeal.  Steve suggests the Board settle with the Lassners.  Steve does not think the Town would win this appeal.  If the State sides with the Lassners, the value on the property will be set for three years.  

Gary and Germaine Morse are appealing to the Vermont Superior Court.  Steve would like to look at comparable sales and research this case before suggesting anything to the Board.

By consensus, the Board agreed to have Steve Twombly negotiate with the Lassners to settle the tax appeal case and to look into the Morse tax appeal.

6.  New Business

a)  Sally Archer discussed with the Board her position with the Town  

     as Lister.  Sally gave each member a memo (see attached).  For 

     the next fiscal year, Sally  is requesting the Town increase her 
     hourly rate to $12.00.  Sally would also like to maintain regular
      office hours of 4 to 6 hours per  week in addition to her time 
     appraising properties.  Sally suggested budgeting $5,000.00 for 
     the Listers.  The Board thanked Sally for the works she has done.
b) Sally requested the Board approve an Error & Omissions for the 



property owned by Susan Hansen on Old Mail Route Road.  The 



Grand List mistakenly has the property on Tracy Hill road.  Dave 



moved to approve the Error & Omissions, Shawn seconded.  All in 



favor.

c) Tammy requested the Board approve purchasing Parcel Maps in PDF format so that the Town Clerk and Listers can access the tax maps on the computer.  By consensus, the Board approved Tammy’s request.
d) The Board received a request from the Auditors.  They would like the Town to pay for a VLCT sponsored Auditors Workshop.  The cost would be $55.00 per Auditor for a total of $165.00.  Shawn moved  to send the three Auditors to the VLCT Auditors Workshop, Dave seconded.  All in favor.
e) The American Red Cross requested the Board add them as a line item in the budget.  The Board decided not to honor their request; the American Red Cross would need to submit a petition to be added to the Town Meeting Warning.
7. Other Business

c) The Board discussed the Ketner property on Horner Road.  The Board has received a complaint regarding the mess being made in the road due to the driveway.  Tammy will look to see if Mr. Ketner has a driveway permit.  

      8.  2011-2012 Budget Process – The Board worked on the budget.  The 
           Board decided to put $5,000.00 in the Listers payroll line item.  

9. 2011 Town Meeting Selectboard Report – The Board discussed things they would like to add to the report.  The Board will bring ideas to the next meeting.

With no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 9:48PM.
