ROXBURY SELECTBOARD MEETING
MINUTES OF MARCH 9, 2011

7:05PM – 9:50PM

MEMBERS:  Shawn Neun, David McShane and Steve Twombly

STAFF:  Selectboard Assistant Tammy Legacy

PUBLIC:  John Parzych, Mike George and Dave Santi

1. The meeting was called to order at 7:05PM.

2. The Board agreed to continue saying the Pledge of Allegiance.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Organization of Board

a) Dave moved to appoint Shawn as Chairman, Steve seconded.  All in favor.

b) Shawn moved to appoint Dave as Road Commissioner, Steve seconded.  All in favor.

c) Shawn moved to appoint Steve as Vice-Chairman, Dave seconded.  All in favor.

4. Dave moved to approve the minutes as submitted, Steve seconded.  All in favor.  Dave will go the Ketner property on Horner Road to check out a complaint.  Steve asked about the Civil Court Case – Steve was informed that there is a small claims case filed by the Fire Department to try and get town property returned to the Fire Department.

5. Public

a) John Parzych asked about long term solution for flooding in the village.  He is looking at working on his garage.  It was mentioned that the Emergency Management Coordinator is looking into ways to help the village.  

b) The flooding in the village was discussed.  (On March 6th the Dog River had an ice jam which caused flooding in the village and the Town Garage Road.  The Henderson home and Town Garage had flooding problems.)  Shawn stated that nothing is in the works yet.  John Parzych stated that he plans on filling in his property to make it level with the road.

6. Road Commissioner’s Report

a) Dave stated that the voters approved the financing for a new dump truck.  Last years price was $153,000.00.  The highway surplus went into the Highway Equipment Fund.  Dave will get prices for a new truck for the next meeting.

b) Storm Update – Sunday morning, Gary Morse called David about an ice jam in the Dog River.  Loren, Dave and Tomco worked on the problem and the water was once again flowing.  Monday morning the water was rising again.  Slush was backing up and beavers were in the area.  Shawn and Dave met with the State (Tom Anderson) and were told there was probably no financial aid from the State.  The State recommended digging snow and ice out of the river.  Dave, Tomco and the road crew worked on it on Wednesday.  The water is flowing.  The Hendersons vacated their premises – there was 7 feet of water in their basement.  Randall Lloyd is waiting out the storm – he can not drive to his house. (On Sunday, Roxbury got over 2 feet of snow.) 
c) The roads need to be winged back.  Loren borrowed a plow from the State in Orange.  

d) John Parzych asked what the protocol is for help from the Fire Department with pumping out basements.  Shawn said John could ask the Fire Department but not sure if they would do anything.  

e) The Board discussed purchasing new radios; the one in the Town Office is not good.  Shawn mentioned the need to get radios.  Steve agreed.  Shawn will look into prices for two handhelds and maybe a base.  Steve will call a man in Morrisville for prices too.

7. Dave Santi mentioned he has water in his basement.  He has 
approximately 2 ½ feet of water.  Dave Santi asked the Board to put a plan together for dredging the brook (Dog River).  Dave Santi said if they didn’t dredge it, he would do it even if they had him arrested.    Dave said that Gary Morse had told him that in Title 10 there may be a way to dredge the brook (Dog River).
8. Financial Report

a) Shawn moved to approve the orders, Dave seconded.  All in favor.

b) The Board asked Tammy to look into better interest rates and investing the reserve funds.  

c) Tammy updated the Board on the Delinquent and Current Taxes status.  On February 27th, $146,082.05 went delinquent; $1,388,517.44 was paid for the 2010-2011 taxes.  As of March 9th, there is $146,425.89 due for all years of delinquent taxes.  
9. Old Business

a) Building Maintenance – The Town Office basement was discussed.  Mold was discussed.  Options for solving the water problems in the basement are:

1) drill under the railroad tracks and put in good pumps to keep the building dry

2) eliminate the basement and leave a crawl space

A rough estimate for solving the water problem is $25,000.00.  The Board will get names of local architects that could help with the office for the next meeting.  

              b) The Historical Society needs a new roof and the chimney needs to be 


        rebuilt.  The Board will talk to Sue Nevins about the building.

10. New Business

a) Annual Appoints – Dave moved to appoint:

Steve seconded.  All in favor.  Steve will call Craig Sullivan to discuss his appointment as Deputy Town Health Officer

Dave moved to appoint:

Scott Legacy as Fence Viewer

Mark Gerdes as Fence Viewer

Bill Ray as Inspector of Lumber and Shingles

Baroffio’s Kennel as Pound Keeper

Steve Lusk as Tree Warden

Carlos Montero as Energy Coordinator

Stephen Twombly as Chairman of Civil Defense

Steve seconded.  All in favor.

Steve Twombly submitted his resignation as Town Agent.  Dave moved to accept Steve’s resignation.  Dave moved to have Tammy post the openings of Library Trustee, Town Agent and Regional Planning Commissioner, Steve seconded.  All in favor.

b) CVPS inquired if the Roxbury Selectboard would be interested in reviewing the proposed project of creating more accessible and reliable utility line corridor in both Roxbury and Northfield.  The project consists of relocating utility line to roadside locations and reconstructing line along existing corridor in places.  The Board would like to have them come and visit with the Board to discuss the project.  Shawn will call them and ask for detailed pole locations.

c) Tammy requested permission to buy an announcement board (sandwich board) for notifying residents of events such as the rabies clinic, tax due dates, absentee voting.  The Board looked over a few types of announcement boards.  Shawn moved to approve the purchase of a sandwich board, Steve seconded.  All in favor.  The Board requested Tammy purchase the Deluxe Swinging Message Board Sidewalk Sign for $189.50.  Tammy will order the sign.
d) Shawn mentioned that he would like to have the tire drop-off again this year on Green-Up Day.  The Board agreed to have the tire drop-off again.  Dave asked the Board about getting a small metal dumpster from Bolduc – Dave will look into it.  The Board will once again approve the purchase of food items for Green-Up Day.  Dave will ask Meyers about getting a bin for Green-Up Day.

e) Dave moved to approve Shawn to attend the VLCT Selectboard Institute II, Steve seconded.  All in favor.

f) Dave moved to deny Tammy’s request to attend NEMCI due to lack of funds, Steve seconded.  All in favor.  The Board will give Tammy a letter of denying funds so that she can apply for scholarship funds to attend NEMCI.

g) The Board discussed the need to plan for emergencies.  If the office was closed, where the Town Clerk would go, how would the officers have access to the computers/NEMRC software.    The Board discussed grants for emergency generators.  Mike George offered his barn (second home) for an emergency location.   The Board thanked Mike for his generous offer and also took him up on his offer for a possible emergency location.  Mike’s barn has its own power system and is located on West Hill Road.  The Board discussed having solar panels on the Senior Center/Community Hall building.
11. Other Business

a) Mike suggested having Joyce Brousseau write grants.

b) The Board discussed the need to have locks changed at the Town Office.  Dave moved to have the locks changed at the Town Office, Shawn seconded.  All in favor.  

c) The Board discussed having a different server for the networking of computers.  No decision made.

d) Tammy, as Town Clerk, submitted the annual Certificate of Financial Action from Town Meeting.  

e) Mike George suggested the Community Hall return the $2,000.00 that was added to the yearly appropriation at Town Meeting.

f) The Board discussed Town Meeting of 2011.

g) The Board discussed the purchase of a new highway truck.

h) Shawn moved to put the 2008/2009 and the 2009/2010 surplus funds into the Building Maintenance Fund.

With no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 9:50PM.
