ROXBURY SELECTBOARD MEETING
MINUTES OF JULY 6, 2010

1. The meeting was called to order at 7:01PM.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Shawn moved to approve the minutes of June 21, 2010 as amended, Dave seconded.  All in favor.

3. Public:
a) Gary Morse told the Selectboard his opinion of the town-wide reappraisal.  He feels the reappraisal is screwed up.  He mentioned errors that he believes have been made.  In his opinion, there are inconsistencies in the way septics and water were appraised for properties owned by the same person that are contiguous.  Gary advised the Board to contact the State because he thinks the State will demand another appraisal in three years because the CLA will be off.  Gary suggested the Board throw out the reappraisal.  The Board discussed the reappraisals.  They mentioned that they felt Sally Archer, Town Lister, is doing a great job.  No action taken.  

4. Road Commissioner’s Report

a) Dave gave the Board a list of the duties the road crew do during the summer.  (see attached)
b) Dave gave the Board a list of culverts that need to be replaced. (see attached)
c) Tammy mentioned that questions were asked about Taylor Road and York Road.  

d) The Board discussed keeping track of the gravel that has been put down on roads.  Possibly using a map to keep track of where the gravel was put down was an option.  

e) Dave gave the Board a copy of a twenty year plan for replacing equipment and what the loan payments could be.  (see attached)
f) Dave will get a price from J&B International for a new truck.

g) Dave mentioned the MUTCD requirements.  Federal law requires reflective road signs by 2015.
h) The Board discussed traffic studies on roads to make traffic tickets legal.

i) Dave would like to approach Doug Newton to see would charge for surveying signs and a box culvert that needs repairing.

j) Dave suggested the Board extend Scott Gross’ contract for sand/gravel for one year at the following prices:  $10.00 per yard for Sand delivered and $14.00 per yard for gravel delivered.  The Board discussed Dave’s suggestion.

k) Dave moved not to put sand/gravel out to bid and to extend Scott Grosses (John Gross Trucking) contract for one year at $10.00 per yard delivered and $14.00 per yard for gravel delivered, Tim seconded.  All in favor. 

l) If the Board accepts Scott Gross contract, Scott requested the Board allow him to start delivering sand.  By consensus, the Board approved Scott’s request.

5. Financial Report

a) The orders were reviewed and signed.  

b) The Board discussed the 2009/2010 surplus.  There is an estimated surplus of $60,946.33 which does not include a surplus in 2008/2009 of $15,312.94.    
c) The Board discussed the increase in the unemployment rate with the State.  The increase was due to laying off a man in 2009.  The old rate was 1.1%, the new rate is 5.2%.
6. Old Business

a)  The Unifirst contract was discussed.  The current contract runs out on October 3rd.  The new contract is for three years with reduced prices.  Dave moved to accept the Unifirst contract, Tim seconded.  All in favor.

b) The website was discussed.  Tim will ask Mike Keefe to come to the next meeting to discuss the town website.

c) Hot water heater for Town Office was discussed.  The Board will have an instant on demand 110 volt hot water heater installed in the Town Office.  Shawn will be responsible for getting the heater installed.

d) The Board reviewed the recommendations from the VLCT PACIF insurance for the basement at the Town Office. (see attached)

7. New Business

a) Tammy mentioned having a power strip installed on the counter in the Clerk’s office. The Board discussed Tammy’s request.   Dave and Tim agreed to Tammy’s request.  By consensus, the Board approved having Harmony Electric install the power strip.  

b) Dave moved to nominate Steve Jeffrey to the VMERS Board of Trustees, Tim seconded.  All in favor.  

c) The Board discussed the 2010 Dog Census.  Tim asked if there is a fee that can be charged to cover the expense.  Tim will call the Secretary of State’s Office to see if the Town can charge a fee.  Tammy as Town Clerk will send letter’s to the unlicensed dog owners requesting they license the dogs.

8. Other Business

a) The Town Clerk received a Reconsideration Petition for the vote that took place on June 8th from Gerry D’Amico.  Dave moved to hold the special town meeting for the reconsideration on August 10, 2010, Shawn seconded.  All in favor.  Tammy will have the warning prepared and the Board will sign it before posting.

b) Dave will order culverts.

c) The Vermont Department of Corrections would like to weedwack around the guardrails on Warren Mountain Road.

With no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 10:47PM.
