ROXBURY SELECTBOARD MEETING
MINUTES OF APRIL 18, 2011

1. The meeting was called to order at 7:02PM.

2. Shawn moved to approve the minutes of April 4, 2011 as amended, Steve seconded.  All in favor.

3. Public:  
a) Paul Fischer, property owner on Cruickshank Road, asked the Board about excavating in the town right-of-way on Cruickshank Road.  He is currently having a boundary dispute with his neighbor.  He would like to dig in the town right-of-way to find a broken telephone pole.  The Board agreed to send him a letter giving him permission to do the digging.  In the letter there will be stipulations.  His neighbor, Bill Pemberton, had asked permission a few months ago to dig in town right-of-way to find the broken telephone pole.  The Board had been told that Mr. Pemberton had found the broke pole but Mr. Fischer does not think that is the correct pole defining the boundaries.  

b) A potential buyer for the Miller property on Fisher Road asked permission, if he bought the land, to put gravel on the road.  Part of the Fisher Road is a trail and any work on the road needs permission from the Selectboard.  The Selectboard thanked him for coming to them and asking permission.  The Board agreed to allow him to put gravel on the road.  

4. Road Commissioner’s Report

a) Dave told the Board that the new truck has been ordered.  There is no down payment required.  It will take three to four months to get the truck.

b) The Board approved and signed the Annual Financial Plan for the State.
c) Dave read the new State Highway Standards.  

d) The Warren Mountain Road is closed until further notice.  There was a bad accident on Thursday, the 13th of April.  The Road Closed signs are being ignored.

e) Dave moved to approve the Town Road and Bridge Standards for the State of Vermont, Steve seconded.  All in favor.

f) The Board discussed the Class II Highway Grant.  It would require a 20% match.  The grant would be for engineering design for 8/10th of a mile of Warren Mountain Road.  The cost for the design would be approximately $60,000.  The Board agreed to apply for the grant.  

g) The Board discussed a Structure Grant for culvert on Winch Hill Road and guardrails.  The 10% match would come out of the special projects funds.

h) Steve moved to give Dave the authority to sign the grant application, Shawn seconded.  All in favor.

i) Loren Bent will be gone for about a week for a medical procedure.

5. Financial Report

a) The Board reviewed the orders.  Shawn moved to approve the orders, Steve seconded.  All in favor.

b) Tammy informed the Board that the Town received the quarterly highway payment from the State in the amount of $14,675.85.

c) Tammy updated the Board on Delinquent Taxes.  There is currently $93,018.66 owed in principal.  

6. Old Business

a) Green-Up Day Update – Claire Chomentowski, the Coordinator, will be gone on Green-Up Day.  Shawn will ask Kevin Pecor to cook the hamburgers and hot dogs.  Tim has offered to order the hot dogs and the Town will not be able to used Tim’s Snack Shack this year.  Shawn will ask Kevin about using the Fire Department.  K-N-S Tire Recycling will once again accept tires ($2.00 for car, $3.00 for light truck).  Meyers will a have a dumpster available for the trash ($200 for dumpster & trucking).  The Board talked about asking Bolduc about a dumpster for the steel.  Shawn will contact Claire about Green-Up Day.  
b) All-Clean would like to once again collect trash at the Fire Station on Thursdays.  By consensus, the Board agreed to let him use the Fire Station.

c) Building Maintenance – Maclay Associates looked at the Town Office’s basement and proposed ramp and new door.  Dave recommended the Board hire Maclay Associates.  Dave moved to go with Maclay Associates to do the design for repairing the building (basement, ramp and door), Shawn seconded.  All in favor.  The Board suggested she look at the Energy Audit to see what can be done to improve the building.

7. New Business

a) Dave moved to approve the People’s Bank resolution authorizing Sally Archer’s name to be added as a signer, Shawn seconded.  All in favor.  The Board agreed to have Shawn sign the resolution.

b) Tammy informed the Board that the employees would like to participate in the Aflac insurance supplement.  The payments to Aflac would be a payroll deduction.  Steve moved to approve the employees participating in the Aflac’s employee funded insurance supplement, Dave seconded.  All in favor.

8. Other Business

a) Steve submitted a draft proposal on the roof repair for the Historical Society.  

b) Heating systems for the Town Office was discussed.

With no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 9:30PM.
