ROXBURY SELECTBOARD MEETING
MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 15, 2010

7:01PM – 10:25PM

MEMBERS: Chairman Shawn Neun, Vice-Chair Tim Martin and Road Commissioner Dave McShane

STAFF:  Selectboard Assistant Tammy Legacy and Road Foreman Loren Bent

PUBLIC: Tom Frazier

1. The meeting was called to order at 7:01PM.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Dave moved to approve the minutes of November 1, 2010 and November 10, 2010, Shawn seconded.   All in favor.

3. Road Commissioner’s Report

a) The Chevy truck needs to be fixed. Dave told Tim that if they talk about town business outside a meeting, it is a violation of open meeting law.  (This was brought up by Dave because Tim had talked to Dave after the last meeting suggesting that he could fix the truck for less than John Parzych using town parts).  A heated discussion followed with Tim stating he gets lies from Dave.  Some of the issues discussed were duties of the Road Commissioner, the Nortrax records and quotes, Gross Gravel bid, decisions made at meetings and inaccurate minutes.  Tim said he thinks John Parzych’s estimates are too high.  Tim also said he would like copies of quotes.  Tom Frazier (a former Selectman) said it is important to count on people for a Town.  The Town has come a long way and he thinks Tim is taking it backwards.  Tom also stated that he thinks Tim is inserting himself between the road crew and the road commissioner.  Tom gave a definition of the roles of the Selectmen.  Loren Bent said the trucks need to be dependable.  Dave said he could get more quotes for the next meeting.  Tom Frazier said that as a member of the public, he wishes the Board would not go down this route; he said they should take the truck to Mcleods.  When Tim mentioned that he could get parts for the Town at NAPA, Loren said only two people can sign on the NAPA account and that is himself and Roger.  Shawn moved to send the Chevy to Mcleods, Dave seconded.  The motion passed 2 to 1, with Tim opposed.  
b) Dave handed out the Winter Week-end Schedule.  Loren has taken Steve out sanding; Loren had felt comfortable riding with him.

c) The Winch Hill Road culvert is failing.  It goes down 25 feet.  The slope if failing on one side.  Hydraulic analysis needs to be done.  It probably won’t fail over the winter so it can be done during the summer.  The road will need to be closed when the work is being done.  
d) Dave mentioned the Equipment Grant Program.  It is a 50/50 grant for highway equipment.  Tim asked if the grant was for only highway equipment.  Dave will get Tim a copy.

e) Tammy handed Dave info on a PACIF Grant for OSHA training.  Dave will look into it.

f)  Dave mentioned there are proposed changes by the State for Town Road Bridge Standards.
g) Brent Ketner does have a road cut permit.

4. Public

a) Tom Frazier gave his resignation as Roxbury’s representative to the Central Vermont Regional Planning Commission.  Tom explained why he was resigning – the commission has changed which he does not agree with.  The Board thanked Tom for his years of service.

5. Financial Report

a) Shawn moved to approve the orders, Dave seconded.  All in favor.

b) The Northfield Ambulance annual cost is $3,500 plus unpaid balance of bills by Roxbury residents and a cost of living fee.  Tim will contact Town of Northfield about the unpaid bills to see if Roxbury can collect the funds.

c) MRRMA as sent the Board the upcoming annual charge ($1,212).
6. Old Business

a) Health Insurance – Dave moved to enter executive session to discuss employee health insurance, Shawn seconded.  All in favor.  The Board entered executive session at 8:25PM.

b) Shawn moved to exit executive session, Tim seconded.  All in favor.  The board exited executive session at 9:34PM.

c) The Board asked Tammy how she would feel if they increased the employee portion of their contribution.  Tammy said she would not like it if they increased it to $50 but would agree to an increase.  She stated that she needs the insurance; she never gets overtime for hours worked and she likes her job.  The Board decided to discuss the insurance issue at a special meeting.  Dave will contact Loren to see how he would feel about an increase.  

d) Hazard Regulations will be discussed at the December 6th meeting.
7. New Business

a) The Board will discuss the appointment of at E-911 Coordinator, CV Humane Society request and Washington Electric request at the special meeting on Thursday.

b) The Northfield Snowmobile Club is requesting permission to use a portion of Beaver Meadow Road.  The State Forest has closed the trail for snowmobilers.  The club needs to get from Four Mile Wood Road to the property owned by Leonard Mixon.  Dave will contact Northfield Snowmobile Club to ask about the speed on the road.  The Board will discuss this issue at the special meeting on Thursday.
8. Other Business 

a)  The Board will work on the upcoming budget and Selectboard Report at the special meeting on Thursday.

b) Tim stated that the cost for Small Claims Court is approximately $52.50.

9. Since there were many issues not discussed or voted on, the Board agreed to have a Special Selectboard Meeting on Thursday, November 18, 2010 at 7PM.

With no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 10:25PM.
