ROXBURY SELECTBOARD MEETING
MINUTES OF OCTOBER 17, 2011

7:00PM – 9:13PM

1. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Steve moved to approve the minutes of September 26, 2011 as submitted and the minutes of October 3, 2011 as amended, Shawn seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.

3. Public

a) Chris Pemberton, Gibby Knapp, Andy Cruickshank and Danny Hale discussed with the Board the possibility of having an ATV trail from Winch Hill to Bull Run Road and Cruickshank Road.  The trail would go down Winch Hill, up Bull Run to the Partlow property at 899 Cruickshank Road.  There is an existing trail to Winch Hill.  The Northfield Snowmobile Club currently has a trail in the area and get permission to use certain areas of the roads each year from the Selectboard.  It was mentioned that some vehicles are abusing the Partlow property; the posted signs are being ignored.  Dan Hale from Vermont VASA mentioned that VASA is working with Andy and Chris on establishing a new ATV club.  They are getting help from VLCT on creating a draft ordinance.  Law enforcement and management help was discussed.  The Board will consider their request; VASA will give the Board a draft copy of an ordinance.  
b) Residents on Bull Run Road came to talk to the Board about the Bull Run culvert repair.  They are concerned about using Winch Hill Road during the winter.  Dave stated the culvert project goes out to bid on Friday and the bids are due next Friday.  The Board expects the project to be done by December 15th.  The residents feel it is taking too long to repair the road.  The Board explained they have to follow FEMA and State guidelines for this project if they hope to get FEMA and State funds.  
4. Road Commissioner’s Report

a) The bids for the Bull Run Road, Carrie How Road, Old Warren Mountain Road projects are due on Friday by 4PM.  There will be a special Selectboard Meeting to open the bids on Friday at 6PM.

b) The new dump truck is in Tenco’s being put together.

c) Backup Driver was discussed.  Dave still needs to talk to Loren Bent regarding the backup driver for the new one ton.

d) Dog River – Gerry D’Amico will trap the beavers behind Lewis Peake’s house.  

e) Tomco will clean out the channel in the Dog River.

f) On November 15th, a report to Army Corp of Engineers will be sent regarding the Dog River maintenance.

5. Financial Report

a) The Board reviewed the orders.  Dave moved to approve the orders, Shawn seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.

6. Unfinished Business

a) Town Office Maintenance – Harmony Electric was the only bid for the electrical work at the Town Office.  The bid was $2,500.00.  Steve moved to award the electrical work to Harmony Electric as outlined in the proposal of October 17, 2011, Dave seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 2 to 0.  Shawn abstained from voting because he is employed by Harmony Electric.  Harmony Electric will do the electrical work on Monday, October 24th.  The power will be shut off to the building so Tammy will not work that day.  (see attached bid)
b) The Board discussed asking the voters about filling in the basement and possibly doing solar panels on the Community Hall for town buildings.
c) IBEW Union Request – Steve drafted a letter to be sent to IBEW denying Joyce Brousseau’s request to be part of the Highway Union.  Shawn moved to approve the letter, Dave seconded.  The motion passed 3 to 0; as chair, Shawn signed the letter.  (see attached letter)
d) Steve will send Kevin Pecor an email informing him that no Selectmen will attend the Emergency Management meeting and that they would like him to attend and report back to the Board.
7. New Business

a) The Board will review the 2012 health insurance information and discuss at the next regular meeting.

b) Tammy will give the Board 2012/2013 budget worksheets and the Board will start working on the budget at the next regular meeting.

8. Other Business

a) Tammy received an email from Patricia Spackman on Four Mile Wood Road.  She had stated that the road crew had ditched the road and cut some cables to her home.  She expects the Board to pay for the repairs.  No decision made at this time; if a bill comes from the Spackman’s the Board will discuss it again.

b) Assistant Town Clerk Dottie Guiffre will type the request for bids forms.
c) One culvert on Thurston Hill needs replacing and one culvert on Beaver Meadow Road needs to be installed.  The Board agreed to rent a hammer for two days.

d) The Board received a letter from Debra Rogler, owner of Johnny Cake Flats Inn regarding the closure of Carrie Howe Road.  Dave agreed to notify the Rogler’s of the closure dates and Dave will have detour signs put up.  (see attached letter) 
9. Executive Session – Dave moved to enter executive session to discuss a personnel matter with an invitation to Tammy Legacy, Steve seconded.  The motion passed 3 to 0.  The Board entered executive session at 8:54PM.  The Board exited executive session at 9:01PM.  

Dave moved to hire John Parzych to be the part-time snowplow driver, Steve seconded.  The motion passed 3 to 0.  The Board agreed to pay John an hourly rate of $17.00.  Tammy will schedule a drug and alcohol test.  The Board agreed to have John work a minimum of 8 hours a week.  

With no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 9:13PM.
