ROXBURY SELECTBOARD MEETING
MINUTES OF MONDAY, OCTOBER 3, 2011

1. The meeting was called to order at 7:01PM.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Steve moved to approve the minutes of September 19, 2011 as amended, Dave seconded.  The motion passed 3 to 0.

3. Public

a) Gary Morse and the Board discussed the revised Temporary Access Agreement that the Morse’s signed and submitted to the Board on September 30th.   Gary requested the Board notify him the day before they do work on the project.  The Board agreed to Gary’s request.  Shawn moved to sign the agreement so the project can begin immediately, Dave seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.  The Board signed the agreement.   It was mentioned that some of the fence is down due to the flooding.  The Board and Gary will have a walk through the day before the project begins.  (see attached agreement)
4. Road Commissioner’s Report

a) The new Ford truck should arrive the second week of December.

b) Dave will call Tenco’s to find out what the status is with the new International truck.

c) The 2002 International truck is at Clark’s.  The estimated cost of repair is $6,000.00.  The exhaust manifold was leaking.

d) Flood Update 

1) Grading needs to be done except in East Roxbury.
2) There are a couple of class IV roads that need to be fixed.

3) Bull Run culvert was discussed.  

4) Steele Hill paving needs to go out to bid.  

5) The sand pile loss was discussed.

6) Winch Hill construction (grant project) will be delayed until the Bull Run culvert is fixed.

7) Digging in brook at Town Garage was discussed.

8) The ANR rules are now back to normal; ANR had suspended rules

     following Irene flooding.

9) Sally Archer requested the Board find an alternate person to do the 
     FEMA paperwork while she is away.  The Board decided they would 

     not hire someone else; the work will wait until she returns.  Dave will 

     contact Sally.

                     10)FEMA is looking for a representative for a committee.  No one was 

                          interested.

5. Financial Report

a) The Board reviewed the orders.  Shawn moved to approve the orders, Steve seconded.  The motion passed 3 to 0.  The Aldrigetti check will be held until Mr. Aldrigetti can itemize which roads received what and how long he spent on each road for FEMA paperwork.
b) The Town received $2,532.00 in PILOT Reimbursement from the State.
c) The Town received $14,666.64 for the Vermont quarterly highway payment.

d) The Town received $1,355.46 from the State for property tax adjustment.

e) The Town received $26,990.00 from the State for current use.

f) People’s United Bank strongly recommends the Board have a full audit next year.

6. Unfinished Business

a) IBEW Request – The Board discussed the request by Joyce Brousseau to be represented by IBEW.  The Board unanimously agreed to deny her request due to Joyce being a Library Director who oversees the Library Substitute and the Volunteers.  And also since the contract that currently exists is between the Roxbury Highway Department and the Town of Roxbury, they did not think she qualified to be included in contract.  Steve will draft a letter on behalf of the Selectboard denying inclusion in the IBEW union contract.  Steve will bring it to the next Board meeting.  (see attached request)
b) Town Office Maintenance Update – Rick Daniels and Harmony Electric will send in bids for the electric.  Steve Connors will give a bid on the construction.  Shawn mentioned he is having problems getting quotes for the plumbing.  Gillespie will give a quote.  November 1st is the completion date on the project.    Shawn will order new office (meeting room) doors from Bethel Mills.  

c) Colonial Adjustment Insurance sent the town a letter regarding the flood damage to the Community Hall and the Town Office.  (see attached letter)

7. New Business

a) The Board received a letter from Northland Right of Way Services regarding a broadband project currently underway in Vermont.  A Sovernet representative will contact the Board in the next few weeks to discuss project plans for Roxbury.  (see attached letter)

b) There was no interest in a VLCT workshop on Weathering the Storm.
8. Other Business

a) Steve has contacted Zalinger, Cameron & Lambek to represent the Town in the enforcement of unlicensed dogs.  Steve moved to engage the services of Zalinger, Cameron and Lambek to assist Roxbury with the dog license enforcement, Shawn seconded.  The motion passed 3 to 0.   The attorney to represent Roxbury will be Steve Cusik.  The cost is $165.00 an hour.
b) Tammy will contact IBEW to request they start negotiations for the IBEW Highway contract.  The Board plans to start working on the upcoming budget in December.

c) The Board discussed hiring a part-time back-up snowplow driver with a CDL license.    Tammy will advertise the position.

d) The Board discussed hiring a part-time snowplow driver, no CDL license would be required.  Dave will talk to Loren regarding filling this position.

e) Dave will contact the Town of Granville regarding plowing East Granville.  The Board is concerned about not being able to get to East Granville while the Route 12A bridge is under construction.
With no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 8:55PM.
