ROXBURY SELECTBOARD MEETING
MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 7, 2011

7:01PM – 8:55PM

1. The meeting was called to order at 7:01PM.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Dave moved to approve the minutes of October 17th as amended, October 21 as submitted, October 26 as amended and October 28 as submitted, Steve seconded.  All in favor.

3. Public

a) Mike Feiner, Energy Committee member, handed the Board a letter regarding the DOE Grant Funding Allocation Recommendation of the Roxbury Energy Committee.  The Board will review their recommendations and discuss it at an upcoming meeting.   Mike also gave the Board a request from the Energy Committee for a line item in the 2012-2013 budget.
b) Sam Knapp asked about the Bull Run Road Culvert Project.  The Board told him the project was awarded to DuBois Construction.  
c) The Bull Run Road Bridge Project was discussed.  While the bridge is being worked on, there will be a temporary foot bridge for residents to use.  

4. Road Commissioner’s Report

a) The revised bid from B.U.R. Construction for the Bull Run Road Bridge Project is $114,000.00.

b) There will be Change Orders for Cruickshank Road Project for the stream bank stabilization.

c) Dave moved to accept the contract adjustment with more clarification on stipulations with B.U.R. Construction, Shawn seconded.  Vote was 3 to 0, motion passed.

d) Hebert Construction is doing the Steele Hill Project.  The road will be paved on Tuesday.

e) Tomco Excavating and Griffin & Griffin have not started their projects yet.

f) B.U.R. Construction has removed the temporary culvert on Carrie Howe Road.  The culvert should be delivered on the 18th of November.

g) The Old Warren Road Project is now done.  The Town still has some repair work to do on Old Warren Road.

h) The Board discussed the Dog River Maintenance Project.  The maintenance is done.  Dave will get the reports sent to the State.

i) The new International Truck is still at Tenco.

j) There is no new update on the new Ford Truck.

k) The 2002 International Truck is at H.P. Fairfield’s for repair.

5. Planning Commission – Kim Livellara, Planning Commission Chair, talked to the Board about the Local Mitigation Plan.  The Board will review the plan and let Kim know of any changes they have.  The Central Vermont Regional Planning Commission worked with Kim on the new plan.  The Board  will discuss the plan at the 21st of November meeting.

6. Hazard Mitigation Grant – Kim Livellara is willing to apply for the grant.  The Board agreed to let Kim look into the grant.

7. Financial Report

a) The Board reviewed the orders.  Shawn moved to approve the orders, Steve seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.

b) The Board discussed increasing the line-of-credit.  Shawn moved to increase the line-of-credit for a total amount of $1,750,000.00, Dave seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.

c) The Board discussed the Vermont Municipal Equipment Loan Fund.  Tammy will look into it.

8. Unfinished Business

a) Unlicensed Dogs Update – Steve received draft letters from the lawyer regarding the unlicensed dogs.  The Board discussed the letters and agreed on which one they would like the lawyer to send.  Steve moved to authorize Zalinger, Cameron and Lambek to proceed by sending a letter as drafted to all unlicensed dog owners, Dave seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.  

b) Tammy informed the Board that VLCT is still processing the insurance claims for the March and August floodings.

c) The Board discussed the Long Term Recovery Group for Northfield and Roxbury.  The Emergency Management Director, Kevin Pecor, sent an email to the Town stating that he attended the meeting on Wednesday, November 2nd.  Kevin was the only Roxbury representative there.  He is hoping other officials would attend the meetings as he is very busy.  

9. New Business

a) The Northfield Snowmobilers has requested permission to travel on portions of Roxbury Roads.  They would like to use the end of Winch Hill Road to Bull Run Road and the end of Drown Road (the unplowed portion).  This is a yearly request.  Shawn moved to approve the Northfield Snowmobilers request, Steve seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.  Dave moved to authorize Shawn, as chair, to sign the Northfield Snowmobilers permission form, Steve seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.
b) The Board reviewed the Vermont Subgrant Agreement – Tropical Storm Irene.  This agreement is a preliminary process for receiving funds.  Dave moved to authorize Shawn, as chair, to sign subgrant agreement with the State of Vermont, Steve seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.

c) Tammy mentioned that taxes have not been paid on a certain piece of property due to the fact the owners on the Grand List do not think they own the property after having a survey done.  Steve suggested Tammy contact the owners and mentioned that they should contact their attorney.  The owners have been paying taxes on this property for many years.

10. Other Business

a) Federal Licensing, Inc. renewal for radios.  Shawn moved to renew the license, Dave seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.  The license will need to be renewed in ten years.

b) The Board received a notice that the insurance premium for Roger through the New England Electrical Workers Benefits Fund will increase.  Tammy will try to schedule a meeting with the Union Representative on Tuesday at 6PM to start contract negotiations.

c) The Board discussed the possibility that there may be a VOSHA requirement for volunteer fire fighters to have yearly physicals.  Tammy will look into whether this is a requirement.

d) The Board discussed the fact that the State Police has not been responding to incidents in Roxbury.  For instance, a Cram Hill Road accident and the Partlow’s on Cruickshank Road complaint.  Dave stated that he is concerned about the lack of police presence.  

e) Lorraine Day, Town Health Officer, wanted the Board to be aware of a property on Bull Run Road that has old trailers that could contain asbestos.  The trailers’ siding is coming off.  There is also household trash being dumped on the property.  The Board said they do not have any jurisdiction on what is on private property.  Tammy informed the Board that Lorraine suggested the Board look into creating an ordinance.  Maybe the Board could ask residents to be on a committee to look into what residents want, regarding an ordinance.  
f) Tammy informed the Board that the water test at the Town Office came back negative.  

g) The Board will meet at 5:30 on Tuesday (if the Union meeting is scheduled) to discuss the Energy Committee’s request.

h) Shawn will contact Eric at TDS to have the flags taken down.

With no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 8:55PM.
