ROXBURY SELECTBOARD MEETING

1. The meeting called to order at 7:04PM.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Dave moved to approve the minutes of June 20, 2011 and June 27, 2011 as amended, Steve seconded.  All in favor.

3. Public:

a) White River Partnership – Greg Russ discussed with the Board a program the White River Partnership is involved in.  They are working with Better Back Roads.  The Partnership and the Vermont Youth Conservation Corp work on the sediment in roads.  They would like to put water bars on the East Roxbury side of Cram Hill.  Dave moved to have the White River Partnership with the Better Back Roads to put water bars in the Class IV section of Cram Hill (East Roxbury side), Steve seconded.  All in favor.  Dave offered to truck the materials to the area.  The Board agreed to Dave’s offer.  The White River Partnership received a grant for the materials.

4. Road Commissioner’s Report

a) The Board received bids for Sand/Gravel from Pike Industries and John Gross Trucking.  The bids are:

Shawn moved to accept the bid of John Gross Trucking, Dave seconded.  All in favor.

b) Flood damage from the May storm was discussed.  Dave submitted a bill for $22.58 for pictures and gave Tammy a copy of the pictures.

c) Steve moved to authorize Dave to sign the papers with FEMA for flood Damage, Shawn seconded.  All in favor.  There is approximately $12,000 in expenses so far.  Steele Hill Road will be paved in the area of the flood damage.

d) Roger Thomas, per Union Contract, will receive a step increase after 4,000 hours time worked.

e) Road side mowing was discussed.  The Town can rent one for a week for $2,300.00.

f) The Board discussed hiring a part-time employee to work this summer.  No decision made.

5. Financial Report

a) The Board reviewed and approved the orders.

b) Shawn moved to approve the Marshall & Swift Cost Tables for a yearly cost of $231.85, Dave seconded.  All in favor.

c) The Board received the School Tax Rate from the State.  They are:

6. Old Business

a) Permit – Water for Fire Station from the Town Office was discussed.  Gerry D’Amico sent the Board an email mentioning permits that will be required by the State of Vermont.  (See attached email)

b) The Board discussed the water situation.  They will need to find out the capacity of the current well; they need to know if the well is large enough.  Dave will look into it.

c) Website was discussed.  The Board only wanted to pay for a one-time picture change.
d) VOTE Grant Update – The paving has been done at the northerly side of the Town Office (Community Hall lot).  The ramp is done.  Tammy took pictures and emailed them to the Secretary of States Office.  The Board will need to purchase a new door.

7. New Business

a) Dave attending a session on Salvage Yards.  Dave said that the Town of Roxbury is in violation of state law.  There is an application process for a Certificate of Approved Location for a Salvage Yard.  A Salvage Yard is four or more unregistered vehicles.  For an applicant to file an application there would need to be a public meeting.  The Board would like to research the law more and will discuss it at the next regular meeting.  Shawn stated that he does not like the process especially if the State does not enforce the violators.  

b) Sally Archer, Lister, requested permission to attend a VALA class for $35.00.  Shawn moved to send Sally to the VALA class, Dave seconded.  All in favor.
c) The dispatching cost for Capital West increased.

d) The Board discussed the proposal from Unifirst to supply the Town with supplies for the office.  The Board asked Tammy to contact Unifirst to ask for a different proposal deleting some of their products.  Also, the Board asked Tammy to ask WB Mason for pricing on products.  

e) WB Mason has purchased Copiers Etc.  The contract with WB Mason will be the same as with Copiers Etc.

f) The Town received a noise complaint from Mike Keefe.  He said the renters at Tom Laird’s house have dogs that bark day and night.  It is disturbing their way of life.  Tammy mentioned the dogs are not licensed.  Shawn will contact the renters to advice them of the complaint and that the Town has a Dog Ordinance.

8. Other Business

a) The Grand List will be filed this week.  The Board will set the tax rate at a special meeting on Monday, July 11th at 6:15PM.

b) The Board discussed maintenance at the school.

9. Executive Session – Dave moved to enter executive session to discuss a legal action with an invitation to Tammy Legacy, Shawn seconded.  All in favor.  The Board entered executive session at 8:55PM.  Shawn moved to exit executive session, Dave seconded.  All in favor.  The Board exited executive session at 9:05PM.  No action taken.

Dave moved to enter executive session to discuss a health issue with an invitation to Tammy Legacy, Shawn seconded.  All in favor.  The Board entered executive session at 9:06PM.  Shawn moved to exit executive session, Dave seconded.  All in favor.  The Board exited executive session at 9:17PM.  No action taken.
