MINUTES OF AUGUST 1, 2011

1. The meeting was called to order at 7:05PM.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Shawn moved to approve the minutes of July 18, 2011 as amended, Steve seconded.  Vote was 3 in favor, 0 opposed.

3. Public

a) Dave Santi asked about the Salvage Yards item on the agenda.  Dave mentioned that there are new state laws that passed in 2011.  A certificate of approved location would need to be approved by Selectboard in order for an applicant to receive a permit.  Salvage Yard statutes are 24 VSA 2247-2283   The Board and Dave Santi discussed salvage yard laws.  Dave suggested the Board have the application process ready in case some one requested a certificate.  No action taken.
4. Road Commissioner’s Report

a) The Town received the invoice from Clark’s for the new truck.  The amount for the new truck is $108,982.00.  Tammy will request loan papers from Merchants Bank in the amount of $100,000.00.  A special meeting may be held to sign papers.  Shawn moved to approve the funds to be paid to Clark’s (amount to be added to orders for new truck), Steve seconded.  Vote was 3 in favor, 0 opposed.

b) In about six weeks, the new truck will be finished at Tenco’s.  

c) Dave is getting quotes for a smaller truck to replace the Chevy.

d) The Board approved the hiring of Dylan Pratt is part-time highway employee.  Dylan will be paid $13.00 an hour for 40 hours a week for the month of August.  Dylan does not have a CDL license.  

e) Dave will order culverts.

f) The Town needs to put under drain on the Warren Mountain Road in the area of where the pavement ends and near Tony White’s house.  Dave will apply for a grant for Warren Mountain Road.  The areas that had under drain put in previously were not areas of problems during mud season.  The Board agreed that something should be done.  
g) The Board discussed new road signs. 

h) Dave will work with Kevin Pecor to file the appropriate paperwork for FEMA aid for the May flooding.

i) The Board discussed the specs for the culvert on Winch Hill Road.  The property where the culvert will be installed is owned by Cornelius Schneck.  The Town may need an easement from him prior to doing the work.

j) Dog River Update – Dave updated Steve on the Dog River Project.  The Board will need to get permission from Gary & Germaine Morse to work on their property.  The Board would like to remove beaver dams, remove sediment & install sediment traps this side of bridge near the Town Garage.  The material removed from the Dog River can be given to the Morse’s if they want it.   It was also mentioned that land owners can remove up to 50 yards of sediment out of brook when it is dry.  The Board also mentioned that Gerry D’Amico, Jason Maxham and Mike Messier may want to remove sediment from the Third Branch of the White River near their property.  Steve will contact the Morse’s regarding the project.  

k) Air tanks on the 7400 International were replaced.

5. Financial Report

a) Steve moved to authorize Shawn to sign the W.B. Mason contract, Dave seconded.  The vote was 3 in favor, 0 opposed.  Shawn signed the contract.  The Board had approved the contract at the last meeting for the annual copier service.

b) Dave moved to approve the orders, Steve seconded.  The vote was 3 in favor, 0 opposed.

c) The Town received a check for $1,750.00 from VLCT for a prorated amount to replace the Mack plow.  Dave mentioned the quote for the plow from Clark’s was $3,000.00.  Steve moved to purchase a used snowplow from Clark’s and to use the $1,750.00 from VLCT towards the purchase, Dave seconded.  The vote was 3 in favor, 0 opposed.

6. Unfinished Business

a) Tammy gave the Board members the list of unlicensed dogs and their owners.  The Board will have Tammy draft a letter to unlicensed dog owners requesting the license their dogs and bring it to the next meeting for Board approval.  
b) Dave mentioned that an abandoned dog was taken to Baroffio’s Dog Kennel by Clarence Baker.  After no one claimed the dog, Clarence took the dog to the Randolph Animal Hospital to be euthanized.  Dave had contacted Central Vermont Humane Society but received no help on the situation since the Town did not contract with them.  

c) Steve moved to authorize the Chairman to sign the VLCT Broker of Record, Dave seconded.  The vote was 3 in favor, 0 opposed.  The Broker of Record was approved at the last meeting and had to do with the health insurance.

7. New Business

a) The Board received the resignation of Assistant Town Clerk, Joyce Brousseau.  Steve moved to accept the resignation of the Assistant Town Clerk, Dave seconded.  The vote was 3 in favor, 0 opposed.

b) The Listers submitted a request for Error & Omissions.   Steve moved to allow the Listers to correct the three Error & Omissions, Dave seconded.  The Error & Omissions are for Lisa Rochelle/Sarah Parker-Givens, Ron Jerry and Kerri Ryan.  The vote was 3 in favor, 0 opposed.

c) The Board discussed some grants.  Tammy will give the Community Hall Restoration Committee the information on the grants.

8. Other Business

a) The Board reviewed the Unifirst proposed proposal.  Dave moved to accept the Unifirst proposal, Steve seconded.  The vote was 3 in favor, 0 opposed.  The contract was to supply the Town Office with rugs, paper products and cleaning supplies.  

b) Dave will contact Gillespie’s about the fuel tank at the Historical Society.  

c) The Board will have Dylan Pratt clean the basement.  He can haul the trash to Northfield Transfer Station.  Tammy will have him use some of the office petty cash.

d) Dave will contact Eileen Hee about the basement project.  

e) Shawn will contact Jim Rogler about painting the Historical Society.

f) The windows on the Historical Society building need repairing.  Dave will contact Clarence Baker about the windows.

g) Dave will contact the State about the well at the Town Garage.

h) The Board discussed the Town Website.  Steve will look into other website companies.

i) The Town received a complaint about the Dickinson rental.  The dogs were not being watered.  Dave had stopped by the residence.  

With no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 9:10PM.
