ROXBURY SELECTBOARD MEETING
MINUTES OF AUGUST 15, 2011

1. The meeting was called to order at 7:04PM.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Dave moved to approve the minutes of August 1, 2011 as amended, Steve seconded.  The vote was 3 in favor, 0 opposed.

3. Public

a) Kim Livellara, Planning Commission Chair, spoke to the Board about the Bridge Plans.  Gene Sevi sent copies to Kim, complete except for photos on the Bridge Plans (consist of six bridges).  

b) Kim Livellara gave the Board Frank Morgano’s resignation from the Planning Commission.  The Board accepted Frank’s resignation.  Kim will contact Gerry D’Amico to see if he would be interested in becoming a Planning Commissioner.

c) Kim will look into applying for a Hazard Mitigation Plan Grant; the grants could possibly be in the amount of $8,000.00.

d) Dog River Maintenance – Shannon and Marty will meet with the Board on Thursday, August 25th at 11 a.m. to look over the project area.   Jon Guilmette and Pat Ross may attend the meeting too.
e) Gary & Germaine Morse talked to the Board about the Dog River Project.  Dave gave them a copy of the project plans dated 2007.  Gary submitted a stipulation to be added to the permission form between the Morse’s and the Town.  Shawn moved to approve Dave contacting Tomco about doing work in the project area, Steve seconded.  The vote was 3 in favor and 0 opposed.

4. Road Commissioner’s Report

a) The Board discussed the new truck.  Tenco has declared bankruptcy in Canada.  They have assured Dave that it will not affect the Town’s new truck which is currently at Tenco’s.

b) Shawn will contact Century Communications about a new radio for the new truck.  The Board agreed it would be good to start changing to the new radios.

c) Class IV Roads – several need work and Horner Road needs more work to be done on it.

d) The Board discussed people operating a motor vehicle on a Legal Trail.  Class IV and Legal Trails differences were discussed.
e) The State is offering free labor for cleaning up after the flood.  Dave hasn’t found a use for that grant yet.

f) Historical Society – Tammy will send a letter to Pyrofax Energy requesting they remove the fuel tank at the Historical Society.  The fuel tank has not been used for fifteen to twenty years.

g) The Board discussed the 2005 Chevy pickup.  The cost to ready it for winter is approximately $10,000.00.  It needs various parts, a new body, plow needs pins and the pump on the plow leaks.  The is a small antifreeze leak in the motor, needs tires and the air bag light needs fixing.  The fuel gauge is now fixed.

h) Quotes for a new truck were discussed.  A Chevy with no sander is $42,499.00, a Ford with sander and plow is $44,764.00 and a GMC with no sander is $44,008.  The Board discussed various ways of financing a new truck.  Tammy will call a few banks and gets interest rates for a $30,000.00 loan for the next meeting.

i) The Board discussed plowing Winch Hill.  Trading routes with Northfield was discussed.  Dave has been working on this and will continue to do so.

j) Steve spoke to Cornelius Schenck about an easement replacing the culvert on Winch Hill Road.  Steve will draft a letter and send it to Mr. Schenck.  The Board discussed getting a perpetual easement for the future.  Mr. Schenck would like the town to clean up the junk that is down the bank when they work on Winch Hill.  The Board agreed that the road crew could clean up the junk.
k) The State contacting the Town about the Town Garage Road.  Their map has the road going in a different direction than what it actually does.  Dave will contact the State about the error.

l) Eileen Hee will come to the office on Wednesday with a scope of project for the Town Office.

5. Financial Report

a) The Board reviewed the orders.  Steve moved to approve the orders, Dave seconded.  The vote was 3 in favor, 0 opposed.

     6.  Unfinished Business

a) Steve moved to accept the loan by Merchants Bank for the new truck, Dave seconded.  The loan of $100,000.00 is for 5 years at 3% interest rate.

b) The Board discussed the list of unlicensed dogs.  Steve would like Tammy to contact VLCT to see if the Town could put a lien on properties of owners of unlicensed dogs.  Shawn moved to approve the letter signed by all the Selectboard members to unlicensed dog owners, Steve seconded.  The vote was 3 in favor, 0 opposed.

    7.  New Business

a)  VTrans Public Hearing – Bridge Repair: There will be a public hearing  

     at 6PM on September 6, 2011 at the Town Office  to discuss bridge

     repair prior to the regular meeting.
c) Unifirst has increased their fee for uniforms.

d) Dave moved to approve the funds for Tammy to attend the VMCTA annual conference, Steve seconded.  The vote was 3 in favor, 0 opposed.

e) Shawn moved to appoint Dave as the delegate for the VLCT annual meeting and to attend the Town Fair, Steve seconded.  The vote was 3 in favor, 0 opposed.

8. Other Business

a) The Board discussed the dog bite complaints that Lorraine Day, Town Heath Officer has received recently.  Tammy will contact Lorraine to follow up on the incident and also to follow up on the rental complaint.

With no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 8:52PM.
