ROXBURY SELECTBOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 19, 2011

1.  The meeting was called to order at 7:03 PM.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of 

     Allegiance.

2.  Shawn moved to approve the minutes of September 6, 2011 as amended, Steve 
     seconded.  The vote was 3 in favor, 0 opposed.  The motion passed.

3.  Public Issues
     a)  A discussion concerning Bull Run Road ensued.  Mr. and Mrs. Partlow and Andy 

            Cruickshank expressed concern regarding the repair of Bull Run Road.  Dave 
             McShane reported that on September 20 there would be a meeting with 
             representatives from AOT and FEMA that would include discussion of Bull Run 
             Road concerns.  The goal is completion of the Bull Run Road project by 
December 15, 2011.
     b) 
Mrs. Maxham expressed concern about the removal of debris from outside her 
             home.  After some discussion, suggestions were made for assistance to include 

             that she contact Kevin Pecor, Emergency Management Coordinator for Roxbury.   

     c)   The Morse’s expressed concern regarding the Town accessing the Dog River 

              through their private property for ongoing maintenance to take place.  They felt 

              that their express consent was necessary for the Town to gain access through 
              their land.  The Selectboard members said it was unnecessary.  Mr. Morse 
              indicated that he would seek legal advice the next day, September 20, 2011 
              regarding this issue.  Selectboard members stated the necessity of clearing debris 
              from Dog River.                   

     d)
  Mr. Dickinson expressed concern about the health report that had been written 

             regarding his rental property as uninhabitable.  He presented the Selectboard with 

             a personal profile sheet and enumerated improvements that have been completed 

             at his rental. He acknowledged that the property was not rentable at this time.  
             Shawn explained that the Health Board officer had just submitted her written 
             report to the Selectboard members.  The next step was for the Board to meet with 
             the Health Officer.  Mr. Dickinson was encouraged to call the Town Clerk to 
             have the issue placed on the next Selectboard Meeting agenda.  He was also 

             encouraged to call the Health Officer with any questions that he had and to 

             explain to her what Mr. Dickinson had already fixed. 
     e) 
  Mrs. Pincus, as a Library Trustee, requested information regarding Joyce 
             Brousseau’s, Library Director, application to become a member of the Union. 
             According to the Selectboard the Union had written to them asking that they 
            voluntarily sign a statement that Joyce had the right to join the Union.  Mrs. 
            Pincus sought clarification as to whether Mrs. Brousseau was an employee of the 
            Town or the Library Trustees under the Law of the Libraries jurisdiction.  The 

            Selectboard members indicated that Mrs. Brousseau was a part-time employee of 

            the Town.  A question arose as to whether the number of hours of work per week 

            was a factor in the part-time definition for Union membership.  Dave volunteered 
            to read the Union Contract and get back to the Library Trustees. Either way their
understanding was that she had the right to join the Union.  It was also noted that Fall 2011 was when the next Union Contract would be negotiated.
     f)   An announcement was made that on October 1, 2011 there would be a spaghetti 
            dinner and silent auction at the West Braintree Town Hall, Rt. 12A, to benefit the 
            flood victims of the towns of West Braintree, Braintree, E. Granville & Roxbury.
4.  Road Commissioner’s Report

     a)  
Hurricane Irene Damage Update – The road crew has been working on Steele Hill 


Road and Drown Road in East Roxbury.  Winch Hill has been repaired.  Jersey 


barriers were installed on the corner where road slid.  Engineering bids are due today 


and a firm will be chosen.  They have the employees to be able to start 


immediately.  The hope is to have bridges and the Bull Run Road culvert out to 


bid in a couple of weeks.  When Class III roads  re done, the road crew will 


address the class IV roads that need work.  
           The Selectboard by consensus approved Tomco to clean out the headwaters of the 

            Third Branch and stockpile gravel.

     b) 
 The Town of Shelburne has donated a truck to Roxbury.  The Selectboard      

             members were pleased to accept this truck donation.

     c)  
The Selectboard by consensus authorized Dave McShane to buy the new Ford 
             pick-up truck which should be available in December..

     d)  
Bids -  Five engineering bids were requested for the four bridge projects that 
             includes the Bull Run Road culvert and bridge, the Old Warren Road bridge, and 

             the Carrie Howe Road culvert/bridge.  Three bids were received:  (1) DeWolfe      
            (2)  Dubois & King, and (3) Hoyle, Tanner & Associates.  Steve moved and 
            Shawn seconded the acceptance of the $40,000 bid from Hoyle, Tanner & 

            Associates.  The vote was 3 in favor, 0 opposed.  The motion passed.

 Road Projects -  Dave … on FEMA Reimbursable list….

          
 By consensus the Selectboard members authorized Dave McShane 
           
 to put road projects together to go out to bid.

 It was verified that we are registered with FEMA which is required for a bank 

         
 loan.  Dave moved and Steve seconded the motion for Shawn to sign the 

            agreement for a one million dollar line-of-credit.  The vote was 3 in favor, 0 opposed.  The 

            motion passed.  It was noted that the treasurer would also need to sign for the 

loan.

Insurance Update

            Town Office -Insurance will pay for the furnace replacement from the first flood 

(March) for the Town Office.   Insurance will pay for the electrical panel

 replacement and a dehumidifier for the Irene flooding.  Insurance will not pay for 

the labor involved in placement of the electrical panel on the first floor (Listers 

Office). 
       
Community Hall Flooding - Insurance will cover a new hot water heater and a
dehumidifier for the Community Center.

Shawn indicated that a request for two new storm doors for the meeting room of 

            the Town Office has been submitted to The Preservation Trust.

Dogs – Unlicensed

             Discussion resulted in the decision to have Steve contact a lawyer requesting that 

             the lawyer submit a letter to all dog owners who had refused acceptance of the 
             Town Office certified letters that their dogs must be licensed.  If the dog owners 
             are not in compliance within 30 days of receipt of the lawyer’s letter, the dog(s) 
             should be confiscated.
