ROXBURY SELECTBOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF JANUARY 16, 2012

1. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Steve moved to approve the minutes of January 2, 2012 as amended, Shawn seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 2 to 0.  It was mentioned that the B.U.R. Construction check was voided and another check was sent but with 15% withheld until project is complete.

3. Public

a) Gloria Gerdes spoke to the Board about the Cemetery Trustees Report that she is writing for the Town Report.  She was seeking guidance on how to relay the cemetery mowing change in her report.  The Board has added the large Roxbury Cemetery on Route 12A to the contract with the Vermont Corrections.  Gloria will mention in her report (if the other trustees agree) that the Selectboard has taken over the mowing and that funds earned from dividends will be used towards repairing of grave stones.  

b) Kim Livelarra, Planning Commission Chair, discussed with the Board the Local Mitigation Plan.  The previously approved plan was signed by the Board.

c) After the resignation of Library Director, Joyce Brousseau, Kim has been appointed interim Library Director by the Library Trustees.  Kim is also a Library Trustee; according to the opinion of the VLCT, Kim is able to hold both positions.

4. Road Commissioner’s Report
a) It was mentioned by the Board that the Loader had a cracked head gasket and should be fixed soon; the approximate cost is $4,000.00.

b) Roads were discussed.

c) The Board discussed the need to reduce the use of part-time labor.

5. Fire Department

     a) Tim Martin, Fire Chief, and Don Randall discussed with the Board the  

possible purchase of a used Fire Truck Tanker.  A possible article in the Town Meeting Warning would be to:  Will the voters approve the borrowing of funds not to exceed $75,000.00 for a five year period for the purchase of a fire truck tanker?  
     b) Also discussed was possibly putting in a well at the Fire Station.  Tim 

         has met with Kate Peyerl from the State Wastewater Division.  The 

         estimated cost would be $7,600.00, if volunteers do the excavating.  

         Funding was discussed; Tim and Don wondered if the Town would pay

         for the well out of the Municipal Building Repair Fund.
6. Financial Report

a) The Board reviewed and approved the orders.

b) The Board approved and signed the Confidentiality Agreement with Choice Strategies.

c) Tammy will keep track of the ChoiceCare amount in the Merchants Bank for employee’s health insurance deductible.  When the amount gets down to $2,000.00, Tammy will deposit more into the account.

d) Tammy will send invoices to the three people that had not paid their Northfield Ambulance bills which the town is now being required to pay.

7. Unfinished Business

a) The Board discussed the Community Recovery Partnership.  They will ask Dave if he would be willing to attend the meetings since he knows more about the damage Roxbury sustained due to Tropical Storm Irene.

8. New Business

a) The Northfield Snowmobilers Inc. sent in their yearly request for use of certain town roads.  Shawn moved to approve the Northfield Snowmobilers request, Steve seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 2 to 0.
b) Steve moved to appoint Lorraine Day as the Town Health Officer, Shawn seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 2 to 0.

9. Other Business

a) On Monday, January 23rd at 2PM, there will be a special meeting with AOT representatives to discuss the Oxbow Road retaining wall.  

b) Immediately after the meeting with AOT, the Board will have a special meeting to work on the Town Meeting preparations.

10. The Board worked on the 2012-2013 budget, Selectboard Report and Town Meeting Warning.

With no further business to discuss, the meeting adjorned at 9:23PM.
