ROXBURY SELECTBOARD MEETING
MINUTES OF JANUARY 2, 2012

1. The meeting was called to order at 7:06PM.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Dave moved to approve the minutes of December 19, 2011 as amended, Shawn seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 2 to 0.

3. Public

a) Bill Ray asked the Board if there was any update on the Oxbow Road retaining wall situation.  Shawn said that there will be a meeting with Richard Tatro and the Selectboard to discuss the retaining wall.  Richard Tatro from AOT has had employees research the area in the Land Records.  Bill said that he would like to be at the meeting.  

b) Kim Livellara, Planning Commission Chair, told the Board that the Letter of Intent for the Mitigation Grant has been sent in.  The Board discussed the Local Mitigation Plan.  Dave moved to adopt the Town of Roxbury’s Local Mitigation Plan, Shawn seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 2 to 0.

c) Kim also informed the Board that she is interested in the vacant position of Library Trustee.  Dave moved to appoint Kim Livellara to the vacant Library Trustee position, Shawn seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 2 to 0.  This position expires on Town Meeting Day.  Kim will need to get a petition to be on the ballot.  

d) Kim also told the Board that she is volunteering to be an assistant to Claire Chomentowski on Green-Up Day.

4. Road Commissioner’s Report

a) Bull Run Road Culvert Project – the project is ongoing.  The head walls will be poured soon.

b) Dubois Construction Request for Payment – Dave moved to approve the Dubois Construction partial payment request for the Bull Run Culvert Project, Shawn seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 2 to 0.  The amount of payment is $269,741.70.
c) B.U.R. Construction Request for Payment – Shawn moved to sign the change order with B.U.R., Dave seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 2 to 0.  The change order was in the amount of $1,845.00 and was previously approved.

d) B.U.R. Construction Request for Payment – Dave moved to approve the B.U.R. request for payment for Carrie Howe Road Bridge Project, Shawn seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 2 to 0.  The amount of payment was $10,845.00.

e) The Board discussed the buy out request from Michael Brady for his property on Thurston Hill Road.  The property is .7 acre and is valued at $96,800.00.  If a buy out is approved by FEMA, the town would be responsible for 25% of cost.  The Board may hold a special meeting to pursue the buy out request.  

f) The loader broke and is at Glen Johnson’s for repair.  

g) The new sander broke on the new Ford truck.  

5. Financial Report

a) The Board reviewed the orders.  Dave moved to approve the orders, Shawn seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 2 to 0.

b) Tammy informed the Board that their application for a Municipal Equipment Loan was approved.  Dave moved to approve the loan through the Vermont Municipal Equipment Fund for the 2012 Ford truck, Shawn seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 2 to 0.

c) Gillespie’s has charged finance charge on the unpaid invoice for the Town Office furnace project.  Shawn will call Gillespie’s to discuss the charge; he will mention that the project was not complete, the furnace had not been working correctly for weeks so the invoice was not paid and the Board had been requesting a breakdown of expenses for insurance purposes.
6. Unfinished Business

a) Sally Archer, Lister, spoke to the Board about the new COD/CLA.  She mentioned the new numbers are based on the 2008 and 2009 sales.  There are only two valid sales this year.  Sally does not think appealing to the State will change anything.  Shawn said that he would ask Steve Twombly’s opinion.  Sally said that she would ask her adviser, Bill Tobin, for his opinion.

b) Central Vermont Humane Society Contract – The Board discussed the proposed contracts.  Dave moved to approve the contract with the Humane Society to allow residents to drop off stray animals, Shawn seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 2 to 0.  The annual contract cost is $300.00.  

c) Unlicensed Dogs Update – The attorney has sent out letters to all 2011 unlicensed dog owners.  

d) Fire Dept – New Truck Update – The insurance (VLCT) has informed Tammy that they will insure a vehicle with a salvage title.  The Board will need an article on the Town Meeting Warning in order to apply for a loan to purchase a new fire truck.  There is no requirement to have voter approval to spend the reserve funds to purchase the new fire truck.

7. New Business

a) VLCT 2012 PACIF Equipment Grant Program – Board briefly discussed.

b) Efficiency Vermont – Shawn will pursue possibly saving some funds through for street lights.
8.  The Board worked on the 2012-2013 budget and Town Meeting Warning.

With no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 9:50PM.
