ROXBURY SELECTBOARD MEETING
MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 20, 2012

7:00PM – 8:31PM

1. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Dave moved to approve the minutes of February 6, 2012 as amended, Steve seconded.  Motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.

3. Mad River Resource Management Alliance – John Malter spoke to the Board on what has been happening with the Alliance.  They hold hazardous waste collections on the second Saturday in May and the first Saturday in October.  The Roxbury’s dues increased due to the increase in population.  The life of the Moretown landfill was discussed.  There is a possibility that the landfill may move waste to other landfills or do some excavation to prolong the ability to use the landfill.  Collection of tires was discussed.  Green-Up Day was discussed.  Recycling of fluorescent bulbs was discussed.  Composting was discussed.  The cost of compost bins is $45.00.  The Board may get some from MRRMA to sell at Town Meeting.  Backyard burning was discussed.  The Town’s Fire Warden should be able to help with violators. (see attached for annual report)
4. Road Commissioner’s Report

a) The Board discussed the invoice ($400.00) submitted from Gordon Bent.  Gordon is requesting the Board pay him for his time and equipment for repairing the underpass area on Route 12A.  He made the bridge passable.  The Board unanimously declined his request for payment.  The Board will have a letter sent to Gordon explaining that they are sorry but are unable to pay because Route 12A is a state highway and the Board did not authorize him to do any repairs.  They will suggest that he submit his bill to CVPS.  (see attached)
b) The Board signed the FHWA form for emergency relief for Warren Mountain Road.  The amount is $14,770.97. (see attached)
c) Tammy will send a letter to Alec Portalupi requesting payment for FEMA approved projects over $63,000.00.  The State has already sent the Town funds for Fisher Road.

d) Steve moved to approve the Griffin & Griffin contract, Dave seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.

e) The Board signed the audit form for Dubois Construction.  (see attached)

f) The Board discussed the invoice submitted by Laurence Bent for the rental of the ATVs during Tropical Storm Irene crisis.  Steve moved to approve the Laurence Bent invoice for rental of two 4-wheelers (days used August 29 – September 3) for Tropical Storm Irene, Dave seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.  The amount of invoice is $320.00.  (see attached) 
g) The Regional Planning Commission is requesting putting the Warren Mountain Road under a Hazard Grant Program.  The Board discussed the request.  Steve moved to approve Dave applying for a Hazard Grant Program for Warren Mountain Road, Shawn seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.

h) Dave would like to apply for a Class II Road Grant.  Shawn moved to have Dave apply for a Class II Road Grant and a Structure Grant, Steve seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.

i) The temperature is rising and there is a need to purchase 300 to 400 yards of stone in anticipation of muddy roads.  Steve moved to approve purchasing crushed stone in anticipation of warm weather, Shawn seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.

5. Financial Report

a) The Board reviewed the orders.  Dave moved to approve the orders, Steve seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.

b) Tammy updated the Board on delinquent taxes.  Anne Maxham, Delinquent Tax Collector, has started tax sale proceedings.  The tax sale should be in April and the attorney conducting the tax sale is Pam Stafford from Randolph.  The total principal amount owed in delinquent taxes is $32,278.32.
c) Tammy updated the Board on current taxes.  As of February 17, 2012, there is $1,068,893.04 collected in taxes (this includes the prebate amount from the state).  Currently, there is $441,475.47 due in current taxes.  Taxes are due on February 25, 2012.

d) Sally Archer, Town Lister, requested funds to attend a land schedule course.  Dave moved to approve Sally attending the course, Steve seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.

e) Dave moved to send Lucinda Sullivan to the VLCT Town Meeting Tune-Up Workshop, Steve seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.
f) The Board discussed the Gillespie Invoice for the extra repairs to the Office.  The Board did not approve the invoice at this time.

6. Other Business

a) The Board discussed getting carbon monoxide detectors for the Town Office.

b) The Board discussed the Community Meeting for Roxbury and Northfield.  Shawn can not attend the meeting on the 22nd but Dave said that he would attend.  The meeting is in the Northfield Library.

With no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 8:31PM.
