1. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Steve moved to approve the minutes of January 16, 23, and 25, 2012 as amended, Dave seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.

3. Public

a) Gerry D’Amico spoke to the Board about a new well for the Fire Department.  Tim Martin and Gerry met with Kate Peyerl, from the Wastewater Management Division.  A copy of the permit application was sent to Don Randall and Tim Martin to review.  The application should be signed by Tim Martin as Fire Chief and Shawn Neun as Selectboard Chair.  The Board will review the application and if agreeable, sign the document.

4. Road Commissioner’s Report

a) The Board approved the Annual Statement of Mileage report.  There were no changes.

b) Dave updated the Board on Tropical Storm Irene repairs. 

c) The roads are in good shape.  More sand may be needed.  Salt was delivered.

5. Financial Report

a) The Board discussed the Dubois Construction bill for the Bull Run Culvert Project.  82% of the project is complete and there is a 5% retainage until project is complete.  The amount due to Dubois Construction is $76,472.40.
b)  The Board agreed to pay the Gillespie Fuel invoice for the contract project for the new furnace.  The amount of payment is $10,216.15.

c) Dave moved to approve the orders with the add-ons, Steve seconded.  The vote passed 3 to 0.  The add-ons are Dubois Construction, Gillespie Fuels and the IRS 941 monthly payment.
6. Unfinished Business

a) The Board discussed the Mitigation Grant/Buy Out for Michael Brady’s property.  FEMA would cover 75% of the buyout.  Dave will work on the project; the deadline for applying for the grant is February 17.  

7. New Business

a) The Energy Committee is working on LED lights for the street lights.  A one year contract with CVPS and having the town pay the depreciated value if changing to LED lights were discussed.

b) Sally Archer may need help with her Lister duties.  The Board agreed that Sally can ask Sandra Brodeur for help with data entry.

c) Tammy requested funding to attend NEMCI in July.  At this time, the Board can not approve Tammy’s requests for funds.   Dave moved to decline Tammy’s request for funds, Steve seconded.  The motion passed 3 to 0.

8. Other Business

a) Loren Bent requested the Board approve paying for repairs to his four wheeler that was used during Tropical Storm Irene by the Town.  The Board decided they would rather pay for renting the four wheeler rather than paying for repairs.  Dave will talk to Loren and the Board will discuss the request at the next meeting.
With no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 8:43PM.
