ROXBURY SELECTBOARD MEETING
MINUTES OF MARCH 19, 2012

1. The meeting was called to order at 7:04PM.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Steve moved to approve the minutes of March 5, 2012 as amended, Dave seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.

3. Re-Organization of Board – By consensus, the Board appointed Shawn Neun as Chair, Steve Twombly as Vice-Chair and Dave McShane as Road Commissioner.

4.  Road Commissioner’s Report
a) Old I-Beams from Carrie Howe Bridge – an offer to purchase the beams was $600.  The offer came from Morrisville Snowmobile club.  Shawn moved to sell the old I-Beams to Morrisville Snowmobile club, Steve seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.

b) Roads and equipment are okay.

c) The Board discussed selling the 93 International Truck.  Dave will advertise it on Craig’s List for $10,000.00.  Tammy will keep track of the offers.

d) Roxbury was denied the Hazard Road Grant.

e) FEMA did not like the hand written estimates for the small projects.

f) Dave would like to have Dubois Construction do rip rap projects on Webster and Thurston Hill Road.  The reason for having Dubois Construction do the project was because they are already in the area.

g) FEMA will pay for a new foot bridge near the Town Garage which was taken out by Tropical Storm Irene.  Steve will ask Forrest Twombly if the would be interested in doing the project.

h) Dave will get estimates on restoring the head stones.

i) Dave moved to use FEMA reimbursement to repay the line-of-credit, Steve seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.

j) Steve moved to have Shawn sign the FEMA Subgrant Agreement, Dave seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.  The Subgrant Agreement is a blanket extension on projects related to Tropical Storm Irene.

5. Public

a) Don Randall and Tim Martin from the Roxbury Volunteer Fire Department discussed with the Board the new well for the fire station.  Gerry D’Amico has the paperwork for the new well.  Funding of the well was discussed.  Shawn explained that there are no funds available in the Towns Reserve Fund for a new well; the funds are being used to finish the Town Office basement project.  Tim asked if the Fire Department Building Fund could be used to pay for the well; the approximate cost of the well is $8,000.00.  They are working with Johnson’s Artesian Wells.  The Board said that the road crew could help with the excavation.  There are a couple events coming up at the Fire Station so they hope to have the well in before then.  Shawn mentioned that the Fire Department has fundraising money that could be used to pay for the well.  
b) The new fire truck tanker was discussed.  There is $41,000.00 in a fundraising account which will be used to equip the tanker.  The Fire Department has made an offer of $135,000.00 for the tanker which was accepted.

c) Tim mentioned that the Town may get FEMA funds for the volunteer work that the Fire Department did after Irene.  Tim asked the Selectboard if the funds would be given to the Fire Department.  The Board said that the Town does not know what their share of the damages will be; the funds may need to be used to pay for the damages.  

d) Dry Hydrant Grant was discussed.  Possible locations for new hydrants could be on Bull Run and on 12A near David French’s property.

e) Dave said he would contact Pat Ross to see about cleaning out streams on Bull Run.

6. Financial Report

a) Dave moved to approve the orders, Steve seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.

b) Tammy gave the Board the Certificate of Financial Action from Town Meeting.

c) Tammy informed the Board that the Town received $6,982.10 and $649, 515.75 for FEMA reimbursement.

d) Tammy informed the Board they received $53.50 for traffic fines and $23.40 for Lease Land.

7. Unfinished Business

a) Shawn read a letter to the Board from Bill Ray regarding an attack that his dog received from a neighboring dog.  

b) The Board reviewed the Town’s Dog Control Ordinance and the State Laws.  Tammy will give every dog owner a copy of the Town’s ordinance.  

c) Building Maintenance – Steve will ask Forrest Twombly about doing some work in the Town Office basement.

8. New Business

a) Green-Up Day was discussed.  Shawn asked K-N-S Tires about tires.  Shawn will ask Claire Chomentowski and Kim Livellara about food on Green-Up Day.  Dave is in charge of getting dumpsters for metal and trash.

b) Flags – Getting cemetery flags and large flags from Montpelier Stove Works was discussed.
c) Steve moved to approve the following appointments, Dave seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.
