ROXBURY SELECTBOARD MEETING
MINUTES OF APRIL 2, 2012

7:03PM – 9:20PM

1. The meeting was called to order at 7:03PM.  Shawn led the grouping the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Steve moved to approve the minutes of March 19, 2012 as amended, Dave seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.

3. Public:

a) Lost Nation ATV Club Members spoke to the Board about their request to have certain roads available to the club to use.  There will need to be a public hearing after adopting an ordinance.  The club will create a draft ordinance for the Board to review.  The Board will discuss it at the next meeting, make any changes and let the club know of the changes.  At the first meeting in May, the Board hopes to be able to approve the ordinance and start the process for posting a public hearing.  The Board wanted the club to understand that they did not mean to put this on the back burner but have been overwhelmed the last several months.

4. Road Commissioner’s Report

a) The Town has received another $124,341.59 from FEMA.
b) Griffin & Griffin will be starting soon.  They may need to close the road for through traffic.

c) Warren Mountain Road which has been closed for over a week will reopen on Tuesday.

d) Steve moved to authorize the Board Chair to sign the Subgrant documents for the May flooding, Dave seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.

e) The Board discussed the possibility of receiving a request to upgrade Braintree Hill Road.

f) Dubois Construction will begin work to finish Bull Run Project around May 1st.

g) Clarence Baker had accidentally put the Ford in the ditch; the approximate cost is $1,500.00.  A claim has been filed with the insurance.

h) Logos for the new trucks are coming.

i) By consensus, the Board approved the Annual Financial Plan; the Board signed the plan.

j) The grader tires are okay for anther year.

k) The tires for the loader and backhoe are okay.

l) GCR Tires has gone out of business – GCR Tires is where the Town always purchased their tires.

m) Reggie Brown Jr. would like to make an offer on the 93 International Truck and the fire truck instead of selling the trucks for the Town and getting a commission.  Dave would like to give the fire department 30 days to set a value on the fire truck.  Reggie Brown Jr. has offered $6,000.00 for the 93 International Truck.  Dave will ask Glenn Howland if he is interested in making an offer.  Tammy will place in ad in the World for one week.  Dave will contact Tim Martin about the fire tuck and the old jeeps that are on the fire station property.
n) Fill will be given to the Town from the railroad project on Thurston Hill Road.
5. Financial Report

a) Dave moved to approve the orders, Steve seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.

b) Tammy informed the Board that Larry Townsend has notified the Board of the amount for Highway Aid in 2013.  The amount is $62,189.04 which is an increase of $3,522.43.

c) The Town received the annual Grand List Per Parcel payment from the State in the amount of $5,766.50.

d) The Board discussed whether to make another Line-Of-Credit payment.  The Board decided not to make a payment at this time.  
e) The Town received $124,341.59 in FEMA funds.

6. Unfinished Business

a) a) The Board discussed getting a $60,000.00 loan from People’s United Bank for the fire truck tanker.

b) Green-Up Day – K-N-S Tire Recycling has given the Town the prices for tires.  Green-Up Vermont is partnering with the State of Vermont to clean areas affected by Tropical Storm Irene.  Shawn will call Claire Chomentowski about posting notices.  Shawn will call Kevin Pecor and Claire Chomentowski about the food on Green-Up Day.  

c) Tammy informed the Board that Lorraine Day is interested in stepping down as Town Health Officer.  Craig Sullivan and Duane Natvig are willing to be Roxbury’s Health Officers.  Dave moved to appoint Craig Sullivan as Town Health Officer and Duane Natvig as Deputy Town Health Officer, Steve seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.  Tammy will send a letter of thanks to Craig and Duane.

7. New Business

a) CVPS notified the Board of an Act 250 permit application on Steele Hill Road.  CVPS will move wires to the Town’s right-of-way.  TDS will put their lines on the new poles.

b) Dave commented that CVPS did a wonderful job during Tropical Storm Irene.

c) The Board received a Notice of Application for Individual Wetland Permit.  The area is near the Rabbit Hollow Road.

8. Other Business

a) Steve updated the Board on the Reynells vs. the Town of Roxbury lawsuit.  By consensus, the Board authorized Jim Carroll to proceed with settlement discussion in the disputed tax sale case.

b) Sally Archer sent the Board an email regarding a company collecting data to be used by attorneys to send notices to owners of properties adjacent to the railroads of a pending class-action law suit.
c) Dave mentioned the road crew would like to start four 10 hour days.  After discussing the request, the Board agreed the road crew could start four 10 hours days on April 16, weather permitting.
d) Shawn will call Jon Guiffre about the town office basement.  Jon will be building the new foot bridge.

Executive Session – Steve moved to enter executive session to discuss a personnel issue with an invitation to Tammy Legacy, Dave seconded. The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.  The Board entered executive session at 9:00PM.  The Board exited executive session at 9:18PM.  No action taken.  
The Board will review the personnel policy and discuss any possible changes at the next meeting.

With no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 9:20PM.
