ROXBURY SELECTBOARD MEETING
MINUTES OF MAY 16, 2011

1. The meeting was called to order at 7:10PM.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Dave moved to approve minutes of May 2, 2011 as amended, Steve seconded.  All in favor.

3. Road Commissioner’s Report

a) Dave requested permission to send Loren Bent to the Vermont Local Roads grader class for $20.00 and to send Loren Bent and Roger Thomas to the Vermont Local Roads OSHA Roadway Construction Training which is a two day workshop for $50.00 a person.  Shawn moved to send Loren to the grader class, Dave seconded.  All in favor.  Shawn moved to send both Loren and Roger to the OSHA Roadway Construction Training, Dave seconded.  All in favor
b) Bridges were discussed.  Dave handed out copies of the bridges report done by the State of Vermont.  The Board reviewed the reports. The Board signed the form acknowledging that they have received, reviewed and shared the report with responsible parties charged with preventative and routine maintenance of the bridges.  (See attached form)

c) The Sullivan Hill Daycare has informed the Board that the employees of Ed & Jane Pincus have been speeding by the daycare.  The Board discussed the issue.  Steve volunteered to talk to the Washington County Sherriff regarding patrolling on Sullivan Hill Road.  He will ask the Sherriff about possibly using the speed radar machine.  Shawn moved to let Steve talk to the Sherriff, Dave seconded.  All in favor.

d) Shawn will call the First and Second Constables to remind them that the deadline for submitting an invoice for expenses is June 30th.  

e) The Board discussed the flooding in the village.  Gary and Germaine Morse are still concerned about the flooding.  
f) Dave submitted the semi-annual monitoring report for the Dog River Project dated April 15, 2011.
g) The Chevy truck is having problems.  The estimated repair cost is $7,000.00.  The Board discussed purchasing a new truck and trading in the 2005 Chevy.  Dave will do some research on what a new truck would cost.

h) Dave will call VLCT about the insurance coverage for the Mack plow.

4. Financial Report
a) The Board reviewed the orders.  Dave moved to approve the orders, Steve seconded.  All in favor.

b) Dave would like to attend the VLCT Salvage Class.  The Board agreed to let Dave attend the class.

5. Old Business

a) There is still hamburger and hot dogs left from Green-Up Day.  Shawn suggested the food get donated to the Food Shelf.  Dave moved to donate the leftover food from Green-Up Day to the Roxbury Food Shelf, Shawn seconded.  All in favor.

b) There are 100+ tires brought to the garage on Green-Up Day.  There was not a lot of trash on roads.

c) There were some confusion this year on where the Green-Up Day festivities would be in particular where the food would be cooked and eaten.  The Board will draft a plan for next year so there will be no more confusion.  

d) Steve submitted the Request for Bid letter to be sent out for the roof work on the Historical Society building.  The deadline for submitting the bids will be June 6th at 7PM.  Tammy will send out the requests to the list Steve gave her.

e) The Board discussed the maintenance on town buildings.  The Board discussed a new well and siding for the Fire Station.

f) Shawn will get the flags hung up on the telephone poles before Memorial Day.

6. New Business

a) The Board discussed the web page.  Joyce has found out it will cost the town $350.00 to have the official photos on the front page of the website changed to actual pictures of the Town (it is a template).  The Board agreed to pay the amount.  Joyce will take the pictures but the Board will have the final decision on what pictures will be permanently put on the web page.
7. Other Business

a) Tammy gave the Board the AOT Enhancement Grant papers.

b) Tammy gave the Board a letter from a Vermont Veteran interested in having the Board increase the Veterans Exemption from $20,000.00 to $40,000.00.  The Board requested Tammy write a letter informing the man that the Town requires a petition signed by 5% of the legal voters of Roxbury in order for an article to be placed on the Town Meeting Warning.  

c) Tammy informed the Board that Paul Fischer is still waiting for letter giving him permission to dig in the town right-of-way.
