ROXBURY SELECTBOARD MEETING
MINUTES OF JUNE 6, 2011

7:03PM – 10:15PM

MEMBERS:  Chairman Shawn Neun, Vice-Chair Steve Twombly and Road Commissioner Dave McShane

STAFF:  Selectboard Assistant Tammy Legacy

PUBLIC:  Jim Rogler

1. The meeting was called to order at 7:03PM.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Dave moved to approve the minutes of May 16, 2011 as amended, Steve seconded.  All in favor.

3. Public:  Jim Rogler informed the Board that he would like to volunteer to paint the Historical Society.  He also offered to oversee the project and will ask businesses to donate the paint.  The Board thanked him for his offer.  They suggested the painting not be done until after the roof is replaced.  

Jim also informed the Board that the State has told him the Carrie Howe Road sign and the Stop sign at the bottom of Carrie Howe need to be on the other side of the railroad tracks.  Jim also mentioned the Carrie Howe sign was damaged in an accident.

4. Road Commissioner’s Report

a) Dave would like to go out to bid for the sand and gravel.  Dave has been told by RE Tucker and Scott Gross that they are interested in supplying the Town with sand and/or gravel.  The Board agreed to go out to bid for the sand and gravel.  Tammy will send the information to RE Tucker, Pike, Scott Gross and Tim Stone.  

b) The Mack truck has been fixed.  The cost for repair is $9,841.10 which the Town is responsible for $500.00 of that, the insurance will cover the remaining amount.  

c) There was road damage from the severe rain storm on the May 26th.  Dave will be filing for FEMA coverage.

d) Germaine Morse has sent a letter to the Vermont department of Environmental Conservation regarding the Dog River Project.   The Board discussed Germaine’s concerns.  (see attached letter)
e) Lewis Peake has informed the Board there are beaver dams behind his house.  The area is in the Dog River Project area.  The beavers need to be removed.  Gerry D’Amico will be getting permission to trap the beavers in the project area.  

f) Dave suggested getting people to remove beavers on Reginald Brown Sr. and Carl Ellis’s properties.  Dave hopes to have some results before the next meeting.  He would like to get permission to euthanize the beavers.

g) Green-Up Day was discussed.  The Board received $601.20 from Bolduc for steel.  The tires cost $278.25, Myers cost $200.00 and Moretown Land Fill cost $104.62.  The Town has not received an invoice from Tim Martin for the food.  Claire Chomentowski sent a letter to the Board thanking them for their support.

h)  Shawn purchased one flag for East Roxbury and two flag kits.  One kit was to replace a broken one in the village.    A letter will be sent to Eric Prior thanking him for helping with the flags.
5. Financial Report

a) The Board reviewed.  Dave moved to approve the orders, Steve seconded.  All in favor.

b) The Board reviewed the current budget.  

c) Tammy updated the Board on the Delinquent Taxes.  There is currently owed in principal taxes a total of $71,350.12, $60,268.59 is for the current year. 

6. Old Business

a) The Board received one bid for the Historical Society roof repair.  Jon Guiffre of Allied Building Contractors bid $5,943.42 (see attached bid).  Dave moved to award the bid to Allied Building Contractors for the Historical Society roof project minus the chimney work, Shawn seconded.  All in favor.  Steve will create a contract.  The Town requires a Certificate of Insurance from Allied Building Contractors.  The Board agrees to pay a 50% deposit on the project.  
b) Tammy informed the Board that she has received some scholarship funds for NEMCI.  She has received $500.00 from VMCTA and $125.00 from NEACTC.  She may be able to get some more.  She asked the Board if they would be willing to send a deposit of $75.00 to NEMCI and the remaining amount on July 1st.  Dave moved to send Tammy to NEMCI and pay the $75.00 deposit, Steve seconded.  All in favor.  By consensus, the Board agreed to have the remaining amount owed to be sent after July 1st.  

c) VOTE Grant – Dave updated the Board on the status of the grant.  The architect has designed a ramp.  Dave will contact paving companies and contractors.  The project needs to be completed before the end of June.

7. New Business

a) Tammy gave the Board the list of licensed and unlicensed dogs.  The Board reviewed the lists.  Tammy as Town Clerk will send out the letters to owners of unlicensed.  The Board discussed whether to hire an attorney to enforce the licensing issue or have the Town Constable deliver letters (the Board was unsure if the Town Constable could legally deliver letters).  
b) VLCT has informed the Towns that they are offering carrier choice for next year.  The Town will be able to choose Blue Cross/Blue Shield, CIGNA and MVP.  

c) The dues for VLCT for 2011/2012 will be $1,254.00.

d) Frank Morgano sent an email to the Board regarding a need for a culvert on his neighbor’s property. (see attached email) There is water running from his neighbors property onto Frank’s which is backing up into his driveway causing problems.  Dave will review Mr. Soto’s (the neighbor) driveway permit and will contact him.  
e) The Board received a letter from Tony Wheelock regarding Horner Road.  (see attached letter)  Mr. Wheelock would like the Town to repair a portion of Horner Road near his property.  Dave will look at the area that is in question.  The portion of road in question is a Class IV and receives limited care.

f) The Board discussed Efficiency Vermont Program for lights.  The Board will look into the program.  The Board discussed the Listers office light and the EXIT sign lights.

g) The Board reviewed the 2011-2012 calendar.  By consensus, the Board approved the calendar submitted by Tammy.

h) Tammy informed the Board that the Listers have filed the Abstract Grand List.

8. Legal Action – Shawn moved to enter executive session to discuss a legal action with an invitation to Tammy Legacy, Steve seconded.  All in favor.  The Board entered executive session at 9:34PM.
Dave moved to exit executive session, Shawn seconded.  All in favor.  The Board exited executive session at 9:40PM.

9. Personnel Matter – Shawn moved to enter executive session to discus a personnel issue with an invitation to Tammy Legacy, Steve seconded.  All in favor.  The Board entered executive session at 9:41PM.

Dave moved to exit executive session, Steve seconded.  All in favor.  The Board exited executive session at 10:05PM.

Steve moved to give all non-union employees a 2.5% pay raise, effective July 1, 2011, Dave seconded.  All in favor.  Per contract, the union employee will receive a pay raise, effective July 1, 2011.

With no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 10:15PM.
