d) Dave requested the Board agree to purchasing a three quarter tork wrench for $505.00.
e) Grants were discussed.  Dave is applying for a grant for the West Hill Road culvert and an engineering study for Warren Mountain Road.  Grants are due April 1st.
f) A  traffic count was done on Warren Mountain Road. The count was conducted over during the week-end.
