1. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM.  Shawn led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

3.  Public
          a)  Nik Sargent requested the Board consider adding additional roads to the All-Terrain Vehicle 
	    Ordinance.  He would like Beaver Meadow Road, Fisher Road and Steele Hill Road be 		    added to the approved roads for ATV use.  Nik also asked the Board to consider adding 	   	    Winch Hill Road to the list.  The Board suggested Nik contact the ATV Club and ask the 	  	    Officers to contact the Selectboard.  The Club needs to speak to the property owners and 		    residents informing them of the proposed changes.  The Board informed Nik that they had 
	    reservations with ATV use on Steele Hill Road and that the club should contact the Town of 
	    Northfield regarding Winch Hill Road.  The Board also mentioned that they had reservations 
	    about amending the ordinance so quickly after the ordinance was adopted.
	    
4. Road Commissioner’s Report
a) Sand pile is being depleted.  
b) Roads were discussed.
c) There may be possible issues with Unifirst; Dave will meet with them.

5. Fire Department - Tim Martin asked whether the Fire Department is going to receive the funds that FEMA paid to the Town for work done during Tropical Storm Irene. The Board explained there are still funds owed to the Town for damages from the State and FEMA and that the Town of Roxbury currently has a loan.  The funds received from FEMA have been spent to pay on the line-of-credit.  Tim stated that the Fire Department should receive the funds to spend on what they decide to spend it on.  The Board said that if the Town runs a deficit and does not get all the funds from the State and FEMA then the funds will not be available for the Fire Department.  They feel that the taxpayers should not be held accountable.  But if the Town gets all the funds the Board expects to receive and the loan is paid off, the Board has no problem with the Fire Department having access to FEMA funds.

6. Financial Report
a) The Board reviewed the orders.  Dave moved to approve the orders, Steve seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.

7. Unfinished Business
a) The Board reviewed the three bids for the Community Hall/Senior Center Winterization.  Steve stated that there are no clear specs in the bids.  Shawn will contact Justin Coutts regarding his proposal.  Shawn will also contact the Community Hall Restoration Committee regarding the bids.

     8.  The Board agreed to meet on Sunday, January 27th to work on the Employee Personnel Policy 
           at 10:30am.
