The motion was seconded and 
	    approved with a vote of 3 to 0.  GW Tatro was the low bidder.  Shawn signed the 
	    documents.  
	b) FEMA Update - Dave updated the Board on the progress with FEMA.
	c) Steve has spoken to Clarence Baker regarding the back-up driver position.  Steve 
	    explained the responsibilities of the back-up driver.  Clarence understands the 
	    responsibilities and would like to once again be the Town's back-up driver.  The Board 
	    agreed to hire Clarence as the back-up driver.
	d) Steve moved to authorize the Board chair to sign the agreement (license) for the Town 
	    to use the old state gravel pit.  The motion was seconded and passed with a vote of 3 
	    to 0.  

4.  Financial Report
	a) The Board reviewed the orders.  Dave moved to approve the orders with the add-ons.  
	    The motion was seconded and passed with vote of 3 to 0.
	b) The Board reviewed the current budget.
	c) Tammy updated the Board on the Reappraisal Loan.  The Town made an extra 
	    payment in 2010; the balance is $1600.00 plus interest.  The Board agreed to pay the 
	    loan off at the next Board meeting.
	d) By consensus, the Board agreed to borrow funds from the line-of-credit.  The amount 
	    will be $352,000.00.

5.  Unfinished Business
	a) Town Office Maintenance Update:  WB Rogers is working on filling in the basement.  
	    The water filter has been installed.  The hot water heater is not working - it may need 
	     to be replaced.  The base station has been installed by Burlington Communications. 
	    The Board received 2 quotes for the concrete portion of the basement project:  
	    Gendron - $3,500.0 and Haskins - $4,675.00. Charlie Sargent chose not to give a 
	    quote.  Dave will contact Gendron.

6.  New Business
	a) By consensus, the Board appointed Claire Chomentowski and Kim Livellara as the 
	    Town-s Green-up Day Coordinators.


7.  Other Business
	a) Letters will go out to the voters informing them of the Special Town Vote on November 
	    5th and the informational meeting on November 4th.  
	b) Shawn is looking into prices for pellet stoves for the Town Garage and Town Office.

8.  Personnel Policy - the Board will read through the suggested changes made by Scott 
     Cameron and discuss at the next meeting.
