
ROXBURY SELECTBOARD MEETING
MINUTES OF OCTOBER 7, 2013
7:00PM - 9:03PM

1.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM.

2.  Dave moved to approve the minutes as amended, Steve seconded.  The motion passed with 
     a vote of 3 to 0.

3.  Road Commissioner's Report
	a) Markowski Excavating was low bidder for the Bull Run Road Project.  Steve moved to 
	    authorize Chairman Neun to sign the Markowski Excavating contract for Bull Run Road 
	    Project, Dave seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.  Shawn signed the 
	    contract.  Dave will get three sets of plans for the contractor.  Dave moved to authorize 
	    Shawn to sign the Notice to Award, Steve seconded.  The motion passed with a vote 
	    of 3 to 0.  Dave moved to have Shawn sign the Notice to Proceed, Steve seconded.  
	    The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.  
	b) Steve moved to authorize Shawn to sign the Change in Contract Scope of the Contract 
	    Amendment form with Hoyle & Tanner for Bull Run Road Contract, Dave seconded.  
	    The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.  
	c) Steve moved to approve Steele Hill Contract with Hoyle & Tanner, Dave seconded.  
	    The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.  The Board authorized Shawn to sign the 
	    contract.
	d) Dave moved to hire Jeff Warner as resident engineer, Clerk of the Works, Steve 
	    seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.  This decision is contingent on 
	    Certificate of Insurance.  The hourly rate for the Clerk of the Works (subcontractor) will 
	    be $50.00.  Clerk of the Works will oversee Bull Run Road, Steele Hill Road and 
               Braintree Hill Road projects.
	e) Loren Bent went with Hazard Mitigation representatives to look at potential grant sites.  
	f) FEMA Update - Cram Hill Road, Beaver Meadow Road, Thurston Hill Road and Fisher 
	   Road are done.  E. E. Packard will be working on Cruickshank Road and Taylor Road.
	g) The Board discussed the hiring of a back-up driver for the winter.  This person would 
	     be driving the Ford pick-up.  The Board discussed advertising the position based on 
	     the comments from Loren Bent.  Before the Board would approve advertising the 
	     position, they would like to talk to the previous back-up driver first.  Steve will contact 
	     Clarence Baker to discuss the duties of the back-up driver.  The back-up driver will 
	     have a list of things that must be done, will need to follow the directions of the Road 
	     Foreman and Road Commissioner.  
	h) The Town has received verbal approval to use the State gravel pit on Route 12A.
	 i)  Dave would like to purchase tires from Pete's Tire Barn.  Board approved Dave's 
	     request.

4.  Financial Report
	a) The Board reviewed the orders.  Steve moved to approve orders with add-ons, Dave 
	    seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.
	b) Steve moved to approve the People's United Bank Resolution, Dave seconded.  The 
	    motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0. The resolution updates the names on the Town 
	    bank accounts.

5.  Unfinished Business
	a) The Board confirmed they would offer the employees the dollar amount of 90% of the 
	    platinum plan for health insurance.
	b) Burlington Communications will drop off cable on the 8th and will install the base 
	    station at the Town Office on the 15th.  Steve and Shawn will pull the cable during the 
	    week-end.
	c) By consensus, the Board agreed to hold the Informational Meeting for the Special 
	    Town Vote on November 4, 2013 at 6PM in the Town Office.  Tammy will advertise in 
	    the newspaper.

6.  New Business
	a) Dave informed the Board that the Regional Planning Commission is having a special 
	    vote on whether they should merge with Development Economic Commission.  Shawn 
	    and Steve said they would not like the two commissions to merge; Dave was not sure 
	    how he felt about the merger but would vote no (Dave is the Town's representative on 
	    the Regional Planning Commission).
	b) Tom Tintle has added extensions to the legs on the meeting room table.  The cost for 
	     the extensions is $175.00.

7.  Other Business
	a) Dave informed the Board that the Town needs to purchase a new air compressor for 
	    the Town Garage.  Loren will get estimates on a new air compressor; the old one is 
	    from 1983.
	b) Tammy informed the Board that she was elected President of the Vermont Municipal 
	    Clerks and Treasurers Association.  The Board congratulated Tammy.
	c) Tammy informed the Board that FEMA and the State had received complaints about 
	     the Dog River Channel clean-up that was done after Tropical Storm Irene.  The State 
	    of Vermont's Highway District Advisor said the Town did no wrong when paying for the
               clean-up.

8.  Steve moved to go into executive session with an invitation to Tammy Legacy and Loren   
     Bent to discuss a personnel matter, Dave seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 
     0.  The Board entered executive session at 8:30PM.  The Board exited at 8:50PM.  No action 
     taken.

9.  Dave moved to go into executive session to discuss a legal matter with an invitation to 
     Tammy Legacy, Steve seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.  The Board 
     entered executive session at 8:52PM.   The Board exited at 9:02PM.  Dave moved to hire 
     attorney Jim Carroll to deal with a legal matter, Shawn seconded.  The motion passed with a 
     vote of 3 to 0.  Steve will contact Jim Carroll.

With no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 9:03PM.
