3.  Mad River Resource Management Alliance
          a)  John Malter spoke to the Board about the budget for MMRMA and upcoming events.  
          b) John reminded the Board that a representative from Roxbury was needed.  Shawn moved 
	    to appoint Dave McShane as the representative for Roxbury, Steve seconded.  The motion 
               passed with a vote of 3 to 0.
          c) Steve moved to approve the budget for MRRMA, Dave seconded.  The motion passed with 
	    a vote of 3 to 0.
          d) Backyard burning was discussed.

4. Road Commissioner’s Report
a)  The Board had signed the form for reimbursement for  the Winch Hill Road Grant.  The  
     Town has received $60,081.00.
b)  Dave updated the Board on FEMA.  Mary Andes has informed Tammy that one person has                                                  approved the projects but two more still need to.  She will keep Tammy updated on the progress.
c)  By consensus, the Board approved the Annual Highway Mileage Certificate.  The Board 
     signed the form.
d)  Gross Gravel Pit - the owners have received bids to purchase the entire contents of the 
     gravel pit.  There may be a possibility that an increase in use of the Warren Mountain Road 
     will result. The Board is concerned if traffic increases due to large trucks.
e)  Warren Mountain Road was discussed.
 
5. Financial Report
a) The Board reviewed the orders.  Dave moved to approve the orders, Steve seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.
b) The Board reviewed the current budget.

6. Unfinished Business
a)  No decision on the Community Hall/Senior Center Weatherization.
b)  Shawn is working on base station for the Town Office.
c)  Steve is still working on the letters to residents of unpaid ambulance bills.

7. New Business
a)  The Board signed the Listers Certificate of No Suits Pending.
b)  The Board agreed to the pay decrease for Tammy and will pay her expenses at 
     conferences.  This will not take effect until July.
c)  By consensus, the Board denied Tammy's request to attend NEMCI.  Shawn signed a letter 
     to NEMCI explaining why the Town can not afford to send her.
d)  Steve moved to approve the Russell Graphics agreement for tax map updates, Dave 
    seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.

8. Other Business
a)  Tammy asked permission to put a note in with the notices to voters letting them know about 
     the rabies clinic.  The Board approved her request.
