	b) Gary Morse offered the Town the option to purchase a permanent easement across his 	  	    property.  Dave mentioned that he contacted Gary last week regarding the Dog River 	  		    flooding.  Gary said he plans on moving the barn and lean-to to a different location on his  	 	    property.  The Board said after Town Meeting, they would like to meet with Gary and   	 	   Germaine Morse regarding their offer.
	c) Jon Guiffre spoke to the Board about the declining enrollment at the Village School and how 	    they might be able to change that by offering quality housing.  A discussion was had about 	  	    revitalization of the village and a town septic system.  Jon would agree to 
   	    build the houses at cost in hopes that new families would come to town.  Other topics 	  	    discussed were property values, municipal bonding, USDA Rural Programs/Grants, State 	 	    Programs/Loans for an engineering study.
