1. The meeting was called to order at 7:03PM.
2. Dave moved to approve the Public Meeting minutes of March 4, 2013, Special Meeting Minutes of March 13, 2013 and Special Meeting minutes of March 18, 2013 as amended and the minutes of March 4, 2013 as submitted, Shawn seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 2 to 0.	

3.  Public
	a) Gary Morse spoke to the Board about selling an easement to the Town across the 			    length of his property.  The asking price for the easement is $43,000.00.  The Board is very 	  	    interested in purchasing an easement from the Morse's but wanted to discuss it when the 
         other Board member, Steve Twombly, is present.  There was also discussion that Windridge 
	   Camp at Teela-Wooket should be involved in this project since there are involved with the 
	   Dog River Project.  If the Board agrees to Gary's offer, they would hold a special town 
	   meeting to have the voters decide.

4. Road Commissioner’s Report
a) Mud season is here, the roads are in pretty good shape.
b) Loren Bent will be on medical leave starting May 15, 2013.  Loren could be out for several  
    weeks.  The Board may need to make Roger Thomas the acting Road Foreman, and that 
    would require an increase in hourly rate during that time.  The Board discussed the situation.
c) Nancy Gross from John Gross Trucking has asked the Board if they are interested in 
    purchasing the land and/or equipment.  The Board may be interested but would need to 
    know what she is asking for the property.  
d)  Unifirst contract was discussed.  The Board had offered to pay half the amount of the 
     remaining contract for the highway but Unifirst has refused their offer.  The Board agreed 
     that Unifirst can take them to small claims court; the Town has received no service from
     Unifirst since the first week of January and there are dirty rags and uniforms still at garage. 

5. Justin Coutts and the Board discussed the weatherization project on the Community Hall/Senior Center building.  Windows and window jams were discussed.  The Board received a quote for $1,030.43 for work on the basement.  The Board also approved the add-ons to Justin Coutts in the amount of $1,568.00.

6. Financial Report
a) The Board reviewed the orders.  Dave moved to approve the orders with add-ons, Shawn 
    seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 2 to 0.

7. Unfinished Business
 a) Sullivan, Powers & Company has completed the audit.  By consensus, the Board accepts 
     the draft copy of the audit.






8. New Business
a) Tammy informed the Board that Baroffio's will no longer take dogs for boarding, they have 
    closed their kennel. (see attached)
b) Tammy would like Laura Sudhoff to attend the VMCTA new clerk training; the cost is 
    $25.00.  Dave moved to send Laura to the new clerk training, Shawn seconded.  The motion 
    passed with a vote of 2 to 0.
c) The Board has no interest in attending the VLCT Municipal Labor and Employment Law 
    Training.
d) Roxbury Country Store Liquor & Tobacco License - The necessary funds and applications
    were submitted.  Dave  moved to approve the Roxbury Country Store's Liquor & Tobacco 
    License, Shawn seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 2 to 0.
e) Sally Archer requested permission to attend the NEMRC training for Listers.  The Board 
   approved Sally's request.
f) Tim's Auto's Liquor & Tobacco License - The necessary funds and applications were 
   submitted.  Dave moved to approve Tim's Auto's Liquor & Tobacco License, Shawn 
   seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 2 to 0.
g) Onion River Sports is having a bicycle race on June 9, 2013.  The riders will be going from 
    Roxbury to Randolph and back again.  They are expecting 100 riders.  They would like 
    permission to use town property for parking.  Tammy has talked to Matt Williams and let him 
    know where cars may be able to park.  She had also suggested he contact Windridge Camp 
    to see if they could park there.  The riders would not all leave at the same time.  The Board 
    discussed the laws of riding bikes on town/state highways.  The Board agreed to the 
    request.  Tammy will remind them not to block the Fire Station doors.

9. Other Business
a) Dave mentioned that he met with Claire Chomentowski and Kim Livellara from the Roxbury 
    Planning Commission.  
b) Green-Up Day is May 5th.  Where to purchase the food and supplies were discussed.  The 
    Board agreed it was up to Claire and Kim (Green-Up Day Coordinators)on where they get  
    the supplies.  The Board has agreed to pay for the food and supplies again this year.
c) The Board briefly discussed Fire Department trainings.
