1.  The meeting was called to order at 7:02PM.

2.  Dave moved to approve the minutes of May 20, 2013 as amended, Steve seconded.  The 
     motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.

3.  Public
	a) Gary Morse spoke to the Board about his offer to sell an easement to the Town.  Dave 	    stated that he spoke to Norbert at Windridge Camp and they both agreed that the price 	    of $43,000.00 for an easement is too high.  The Board explained to Gary that the 	    	    voters would have to approve borrowing money for an easement.  Gary stated that if 	    	    he has to move his barn, not one penny would come out of his pocket.  The Board 	  	    asked him if he would consider less.  He said no; Gary plans on having a tree farm this 	    summer.  Gary also stated that what the Board did with the Dog River has decreased 	  	    his value and increased his water level.    Shawn suggested asking the Windridge 	 	    Camp what they are willing to pay for an easement.  The Board told Gary that they 	 	    would have an answer at the meeting on June 17th.  Dave will contact Windridge 	 	    Camp.  Steve thinks $43,000 is too high for an easement.
	b) Don and Carol Randall discussed their concerns regarding  a neighboring property on 	    Bull Run Road.  There are environmental issues.  The previous Town Health Officer 		    has	worked on the situation but since then, it has gotten worse.  There is household 		    trash being brought to the property.  The owner, Mark Hauser, lives in Barre.  At the 	 	    request of the Selectboard, things were removed from the Town's right-of-way.  It was 	    mentioned that the new Town Health Officers should be contacted.  The Agency of 	 	    Natural Resources should be contacted, also.  The Board will keep in touch with the 	 	    Randall's regarding this issue.

4.  Road Commissioner's Report
	a) The two grants that the Town applied for have been approved, pending environmental 	     review which should be done by the end of June.  They are the culvert on West Hill 	  	    Road and engineering study on Warren Mountain Road. 
	b) A resident has a concern regarding trees blocking the view when leaving his driveway. 
	    The trees may be in the Town's right-of-way.  Dave will look into it. 

5.  Fire Department - Don Randall has attended mutual aid meetings.  He spoke to the Board    
     about narrow banding and long term dispatching (possibly regionalizing dispatching).  There 
     may be an increase of 4% with mutual aid.

    When Tim Martin arrived, Tim and Don asked if there are any concerns the Selectboard has 
    regarding the Fire Department.  Tim submitted a Fire Fighters personnel form.  The form will 
    keep track of personal information and the trainings they attend.  Each Fire Fighter will have 
    their own file.  The Board was pleased with the form.  

   Dave spoke about VOSHA.  VOSHA visited the towns of Northfield and Randolph.  The Fire 
   Departments had issues.  Dave said that VOSHA would not touch the Roxbury's Fire 
   Department because they are volunteers but would fine the Town for building issues.  Dave
   would like to invite Project Work Safe to visit the Town; if there are issues that need to be fixed 
   the Town would have a year to do it.  

   The Board is sending memos to Town organizations requesting they keep the 
   Board aware of any work being done on Town buildings.

   The locks at the Fire Station will be changed.  A new key code lock will be installed.  The Fire
   Department will make sure Tammy is given a key to keep in the office.

   Tim mentioned that all Fire Fighters are practicing driving all the fire trucks.  

   Records for all calls the Fire Department go on are being kept.

   Don Randall applied for a Fire Hydrant Grant; the grant was approved in the amount of 
   $2,500.00.  Bull Run and Cruickshank Road are possible locations.

6.  Financial Report
	a)  The Board review the orders.  Dave moved to approve the orders, Steve seconded.  	   	     The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.
	b)  The Board reviewed the budget.

7.  Unfinished Business
	a)  The Board discussed the letter from Sullivan, Powers & Company.  
	b)  Cemetery Funds were discussed.  Tammy will look into it further.
	c)  Tammy requested permission to attend the NEMCI training in July.  Tammy said she 
	     has received funds from VMCTA and NEACTC but is still waiting to hear back from 
	     NEMCI.  Dave moved to send Tammy to the Parliamentary class at NEMCI, subject to 
	     reduction to scholarship funds, Steve seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 
	     to 0.
	d)  Dave Santi discussed with the Board trainings for Constables.  The Board said Town 
                would pay for the expenses for trainings but not pay the Constables for attending.  
                Dave Santi will submit a bill for expenses.
	e)  The Board discussed trainings for the Animal Control Officer.  
	f)  Steve will look into name tags/badges for Constables and Animal Control Officer.  
	    Steve will also look into vest for the Constables.

8.  New Business
	a) Tammy, Town Clerk, submitted the list of owners of unlicensed dogs.  Steve moved to 
	    authorize the Selectboard Assistant, Tammy,  to send letters to everyone on list, Dave 
	    seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.  (see attached list)
	b) The values of State owned properties were reviewed.
	c)  Tammy gave the Board a draft copy of the 2013/2014 Selectboard Meeting Schedule. 
	     The Board reviewed.  Steve moved to approve the meeting schedule, Dave seconded. 
	     The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0. 

9.  Other Business
	a)  The Board and Tammy went through the Municipal Checklist for Internal Controls that 
                the local Auditors requested they complete.  Tammy will give the Auditors a copy of 
	     checklist.
	b)   Shawn will be gone the week of June 17th so he will not attend the next meeting.
