1.  The meeting was called to order at 7:03PM.

2.  Dave moved to approve the minutes of June 17, 2013 as amended, Steve seconded.  The 
     motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.  

     Shawn will call Green Mountain Power to find out the total load the Village School uses.  
     The reason for question is for  possible generator use.

3.  Public
	a) Gary Morse and the Selectboard discussed Gary's offer to sell the Town of Roxbury an 
               easement.  Dave informed Gary that Windridge Camp thinks suggested price is too 
	    high; they would be interested if the price for the easement was a round $10,000.00. 
	    There was a discussion on railroad right-of-way. It was agreed that the Town would 
	    submit a proposal for acquiring an easement.  It will be discussed at the next meeting.

4.  Road Commissioner's Report
	a) There was no flooding in June (a lot of rain in June).  During the flood warnings, the 
	    EMD (Steve Twombly)  requested the Town's highway equipment be left at the Town 
	    Office in case the Town Garage Road floods.  
	b) It will cost approximately $9,000.00 to repair the grader.  
	c) Tammy gave the Board a spreadsheet on the income received from the Town of 
	    Granville for plowing the last three winters.  The Board discussed whether they should 
	    offer to plow and sand East Granville; the Board may offer to plow for $5,000.00 per 
	    winter. No action taken at this time.
	d) The Board will make a decision about sand/ gravel bids at the next meeting.

5.  Financial Report
	a) The Board reviewed the orders.  The Board received an invoice from Capital West 
	    Dispatching which should have been paid in the previous fiscal year but the invoice 
	    was sent to Tim Martin in May or June and was not forwarded to Tammy until the close 
	    of the fiscal year.  Tammy will send a letter to Capital West Dispatching requesting all 
	    future invoices be sent to the Town of Roxbury, in care of the Selectboard.  The Board 
	    reviewed the invoices from the Roxbury Volunteer Fire Fighters Association.   The 
	    Association would like to be reimbursed for invoices they paid for during the 2012/2013 
	    fiscal year.  They did not request reimbursement until the new fiscal year.  One invoice 
	    is for John Duncan; he worked on the Fire Station building.  The Board needs to have 
	    a Certificate of Insurance and a Workers Comp form filled out before they approve the 
	    payment.  Also discussed were other reimbursement requests and invoices from Tim 
	    Martin.  The Board decided not to approve the payments to the Roxbury Volunteer Fire 
	    Fighters Association and Tim Martin until further information is received.  Dave moved 
	    approve orders with the exception of the ones put on hold and approve the add-ons, 
	    Steve seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.
	b) The Board reviewed the 2012-2013 fiscal year.  Tammy will transfer the remaining 
	    Energy Committee funds to the Energy Reserve Fund.  Tammy will create a fund for 
	    the Historical Society and will transfer the unused funds to the reserve fund and to 
	    transfer the donation from Lucinda and Craig Sullivan from the Building Maintenance 
	    Reserve Fund to the new Historical Society Fund.
	c) The Board decided to use some of the surplus funds towards the expenses incurred 
	    from Tropical Storm Irene and transfer the remaining surplus funds to the Building 
	    Maintenance Reserve Funds to be used on the Town Office basement.

6.  Unfinished Business
	a) Shawn will contact the plumber regarding dirt in the Town Office water.  The Town 
	    Office basement maintenance is proceeding.  WB Rogers is standing by his previous 
	    quote.  Dave will get three quotes for the concrete slab and masonry work.  
	b) Century Communications is not returning Steve or Shawn's calls.  Steve will contact 
	    other companies for prices for a base station at the Town Office.
	c) Tammy gave the Board the list of unlicensed dog owners.  They are:

	     The Board decided to have the Town Constables contact the owners.  If they still do 
	     not get licensed, the Board will submit the names to the town attorney for legal action.  
	d)  Unfortunately, the Town did not get a Telecommunications Grant.
	e)  Cemeteries - a sign needs to be ordered for the Orcutt Cemetery.  The Board will 
	     contact Sue Nevins regarding stones in the flats and other cemeteries.  

7.  New Business
	a) Allen & Karla Tracy requested the Board remove the interest and penalty their incurred 
	    in February.  The Tax Collector received their tax payment late (it was postmarked 
	    after the due date).  The Board of Abatement had denied their request for abatement 
	    and they feel that they should not be charged a late fee because they have always 
	    paid their taxes on time.  The Board discussed their request and agreed that they 
	    could not approve the request.  The Tax Collector Policy states that the payment must 
	    be received by due date or postmarked that date and since it was not, it was late and 
	    must be charged the late fees.
	b)The Board worked on setting the 2013/2014 tax rate.  The Vermont Department of 
	    Taxes gave the Selectboard the tax rates for the school.  Dave moved to set the tax 
	    rate at:

	    Steve seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.

	a) Steve has contact the Agency of Natural Resources regarding the Mark Hauser 
	    property.  The agency found no violations.
