ROXBURY SELECTBOARD MEETING
MINUTES OF AUGUST 5, 2013
7:00PM - 9:23PM

1.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM.

2.  Steve moved to approve the minutes of July 15, 2013 as amended and the minutes of July 
     24, 2013 as submitted.  The motion was seconded and passed with a vote of 2 to 0.  Dave 
     was not present during this portion of meeting.

3.  Lost Nation ATV Club - Robert Cruickshank Jr. informed the Board that the Horner Road
     bridge is in need of repair.  This portion of Horner Road is a legal trail.  The ATV Club would 
     like to know what the procedure is to repair the bridge.  The bridge is used by ATVs and 
     snowmobiles.  Selby Jones owns the land surrounding bridge; he would like to be able to 
     drive a truck across the bridge.  The Board told Robert that Pat Ross from ANR Stream 
     Alterations would need to look at the bridge and a hydraulic survey may be required.  Safety 
     issues were discussed.  Robert informed the Board that the ATV Club is not looking for any   
     financial help from the Town with repairing the bridge.  It was also mentioned that the 
    abutments are gone and need reinforcing. 

4.  Gary Morse Easement Offer -  The Selectboard and Gary discussed the survey created by 
     Richard Bell that shows the railroad right-of-way.  The Selectboard hired Mr. Bell to find the 
     railroad right-of-way on the Morse property.  Gary mentioned that he will get a second 
     opinion.  

5.  Town Cemeteries - Sue Nevins and the Selectboard discussed the town owned cemeteries.  
     There are seven graves in the Flats Cemetery.  Some of the stones are broken.  The Orcutt 
     Cemetery is a priority.  Sue may contact Reggie Brown Sr. regarding the records for the 
     large cemetery on Roxbury Road.  The Govoni cemetery on Carrie Howe Road was
     discussed; Steve will write a letter to the Govoni's requesting permission to have the stones 
     worked on.  

6.  Road Commissioner's Report
	a) There is a FEMA declaration for the July 3rd flooding.  Engineers are working on Bull 
               Run Road, Braintree Hill Road, Steele Hill Road and Cram Hill Road.  
	b) A culvert needs repairing on Thurston Hill Road.
	c) The State of Vermont has offered accelerated payments to towns affected by flooding.
               By consensus, the Board approved the Accelerated Payments and agreed to have 
               Shawn sign the request as chair.
	d) The Board will ask Tammy to request a line-of-credit from the Bank now that FEMA 
	    declaration has been made.
	e) WB Rogers will honor their previous bid price; Steve will draft an agreement for the 
               basement project and the Board will sign.
	f) The Board discussed sand & gravel bidding process.  The sand will be delivered to the 
              Town Garage.  An ad will be placed in the Northfield News.  Tammy will send out 
              requests for bids after Dave has approved the forms.
	g) The West Hill Culvert Project needs to go out to bid. 

7.  Executive Session - Steve moved to go into executive session with an invitation to Road 
     Foreman Loren Bent and Selectboard Assistant Tammy Legacy to discuss a personnel 
     issue, the motion was seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 3 to 0.  The Board 
     entered executive session at 8:05PM.  The Board exited executive session at 8:22PM.
     No action taken.

8.  Dave Santi - Dave updated the Board on the list of unlicensed dogs.  All dogs on the list 
     submitted to Dave have been licensed.  

     Dave submitted a letter to the Board informing them that he has resigned from the fire 
     department.  He also submitted a copy of the letter he gave to Tim Martin.  There was a 
     discussion about the lack of transparency with the fire department.  

9.  Financial Report
	a) The Board reviewed the orders.  Steve moved to approve the orders, the motion was 
               seconded and passed with a vote of 3 to 0.
	b) Tammy gave the Board the end of year reports.  The Town ended up with no fund 
               balance (no surplus/no deficit).
	c) Tammy gave the Board the July 2013 budget data.
	d) The Town received the first quarterly highway aid payment in the amount of 
	    $15,239.63
	e) Tim Martin has provided the necessary information requested by the Selectboard in 
              order for the invoice to the Roxbury Fire Fighters Association's request for 
              reimbursement can be approved.  The Board approved the payment.
	f) The Board has not approved the payment to Tim's Auto yet.  Tim has not provided the 
              necessary information before they can approve payment.

10.  Unfinished Business
	a) Green Mountain Power sent the Board the information regarding the Act 250 
               application for power on Beaver Meadow Road.  
	b) Tammy informed the Board that the annual Harpoon Ride route has been changed.  
	    The ride will be on Route 12A instead of Route 12.

11.  New Business
	a) Sally O'Neil has requested permission to attend the Animal Cruelty Investigation 
	    trainings (Level I - IV).  She will not be able to attend the trainings that have been 
	    already approved by the Board.  The Board approved Sally's request.
	b) Tammy gave the Board the information on the VLCT Town Fair.  Dave will look over 
               the material to see if he is interested in attending.
	c) VMCTA Annual Conference/Training - Tammy requested permission for Laura Sudhoff 
	    and herself to attend the annual training.  The Board approved Tammy's request.
	d) The Last Mile Rider 13 will take place on August 17th.

With no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 9:23PM.
