ROXBURY SELECTBOARD 
MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 16, 2013 MEETING

MEMBERS PRESENT:  Shawn Neun, David McShane, Stephen Twombly
STAFF PRESENT:  None
MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC:  Derek Moritz, Bill Belanger, Don Randall

1. The meeting was called to order at 7:02 PM by Chairman Neun.    

2.  S. Twombly moved to approve the minutes of September 3, 2013 as amended.  D. 
     McShane seconded.  The motion carried 3-0.

3.  Road Commissioners report:  Dave McShane reported that proposed flood damage 
     repairs to Bull Run Road have been approved by VTrans and FEMA and can be put
     out to bid.  Plans for Braintree Hill Road repairs should be completed soon.  Repair
     work on Steele Hill Road will go out to bid soon; we have still not received the 
     hydrological survey for Steele Hill from VTrans.

     Two new culverts have been installed on Cram Hill Road; stone lining of ditches 
     on Cram Hill, Beaver Meadow and Fisher Roads is underway.  Repair of Thurston
     Hill Road has been completed.  Other culvert needs were discussed.

4.  On a motion made by Dave McShane, seconded by S. Twombly, Shawn Neun was 
     authorized to sign the FEMA/State Subordination Agreement.  The motion carried
     on a vote of 3-0.  Action on the Winter Road Maintenance Plan was deferred.

5.  Bill Belanger presented his credentials to the Board for possible service as EMD.  Mr. 
     Belanger has had 15 years of experience and extensive training in this field.  After 
     discussion, Stephen Twombly tendered his resignation as EMD.  On a motion by 
     Shawn Neun, seconded by Dave McShane, Bill Belanger was appointed to the 
     position of Emergency Management Director.  Mr. Belanger also asked that the Town 
     take a look at the Tenney Road bridge deck. 

6.  Derek Moritz discussed the proposal to install a 50 kW photo-voltaic (solar)
     electrical generation system on the Roxbury School roof with the Board.  Many 
     questions and concerns were raised; Derek will come back to the Board with more 
     information in the near future.  

7.  The orders were reviewed.  Dave McShane moved to approve the orders, S.
     Twombly seconded.  The motion carried with a vote of 3-0.

8.  Don Randall, representing the Fire Department, informed the Board that the 
     Department has been approved for a $2500 Dry Hydrant grant for Bull Run.
     The previous dry hydrant in Bull Run was washed away in tropical Storm Irene.
     The Board agreed to coordinate efforts to install the dry hydrant while repairs
     are made to the adjacent bridge.  Dave McShane will check with the project 

     engineer and see if the work can be added to the bridge work contract by means of a 
     change order. 

9.  On a motion by S. Twombly, seconded by D. McShane, the Board decided to offer
     90% funding of a Platinum heath care plan to Town Employees.  The motion carried 
     of a vote of 3-0.  The Town will continue to provide the Delta Dental plan to 
     employees.

10.  At 9:17 PM, the Board went into executive session to discuss a real estate matter.

11.  At 9:36 PM, the Board returned to open session.  A motion was made by S. Neun, 
       seconded by S. Twombly, to make an offer at the asking price of $60,000 on the    
       Garner property, contingent upon voter approval.  The motion carried on a vote 
       of 3-0.

12.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:38 PM.
