The meeting was called to order at 5:30PM.

Broker Erik Baier, representing Charles and Kristi Garner, spoke to the Board about the Town purchasing the Garner property.

The asking price is $60,000.00.  A Purchase and Sale Agreement binds the deal contingent on voter approval.

The public asked questions.  Steve explained the reasons the Board is asking the voters to approve the purchase. If the Town Office and Community Hall's septic and water fail, there is no place that a new one can be installed. The Town may never have an opportunity to buy it again.  The Board is planning for the future.  If the Town purchases the property, the Town would own four properties in a row.  The cost of demolition and clean-up is approximately $15,000.00. There are no  plans to move the Historical Society building.  

Steve moved to authorize the Board Chair to sign the Purchase and Sale Agreement for purchase of the Garner Property, Shawn seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 2 to 0. 

Shawn signed the documents.

Steve moved to authorize the Treasurer to cut check for $3,000.00 to BCK, a refundable deposit, Shawn seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 2 to 0.  

By consensus, the Board set the date for the Special Town Meeting for November 5, 2013.

The Board will sign the warning at the next Board meeting.  The amount to request from voters will be $75,000.00.  

FEMA Update - The Board will request Jon Olin attend the meeting to open the bids for Bull Run Road Project.  The bid opening is on October 4th at 3:00PM.

Health Insurance - The Board will offer the employees the dollar amount of 90% of Platinum Plan.  

Housekeeping - Bridget Chasko resigned as housekeeper, the Board approved hiring Holli Van Baalen as the new housekeeper.

Steve moved to approve the payroll, Shawn seconded.  The motion passed with a vote of 2 to 0.
