1.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM.  

2.  Dave moved to approve the minutes of August 19, 2013 as amended and the minutes of 
     August 21, 2013 as submitted.  The motion was seconded and approved with a vote of 3 to 
     0.

3.  Road Commissioner's Report
	a) The Board received one bid for the 2013/2014 Sand and Gravel.  The bidder was John 
	    Gross Trucking.  Dave moved to accept the John Gross Trucking Gravel and Winter 
	    Sand bid.  The motion was seconded and passed with a vote of 3 to 0.

	b) Gravel will be delivered to Erskine Road.
	c) FEMA representatives have looked over all the damaged roads.  Pat Ross, Mark 
	    Bannon and Tom Anderson looked at Braintree Hill Road culverts.
	d) Bull Run Road - project needs to go through Pat Ross.  The Board will go out to bid 
	    soon.
	e) Dave is waiting for the hydraulic study on Steele Hill Road.
	f) FEMA will not pay for replacing the culvert on Cram Hill Road (above the narrow 
              portion of road).
	g) Still waiting for cost estimates from engineer on Thurston Hill Road.
	h) The Roxbury Village School has changed their bus route.  Dave was not notified of the 
	    change.  The new bus route has the bus going up Warren Mountain Road, taking 
               Carrie Howe Road then coming down to Route 12A.  Dave will contact the 
	    Superintendent regarding the change.
	i) The new time clock is being used by the road crew.
	j) Due to the new bus route, Dave needs more time before approving the Winter 
	   Maintenance Plan.  The Board will discuss at the next meeting.



4.  Energy Committee - Mike Feiner and Shawn spoke to the Board about a program with Green 
     Lantern for Solar Energy.  Derek Moritz is offering help the committee.  There was discussion 
     about financing the program through the bank instead of the Green Lantern.  At this time, the 
     School Board is agreeable to the program.  The Selectboard will review the agreement with 
     Green Lantern and discuss at the next meeting.

5.  Community Hall/Senior Center - The Board and Mike Feiner discussed the basement at the 
     Community Hall.  There is a lot of heat loss; a temporary wall needs to be put up.  The Board 
     asked Mike to submit a quote to install the temporary wall.

6.  Tim Martin discussed with the Board the invoices for the new lock at the Fire Station.  The 
      Board is requesting a receipt from the company Tim purchased the lock from instead of an 
      invoice from Tim's Auto.  Tim's Auto sold the lock to the Fire Department.  Tim explained he 
      has no receipt for the purchase; he purchased it seven or eight months ago.  Tim also 
      mentioned that he sold the Fire Department spill kits for the trucks.  The Board explained 
      that they need to be transparent and Tim purchasing things for the Fire Department from his 
      own company is not a professional and transparent way to conduct business.  If Tim's Auto  
      does not normally sell the items (oil, etc) then the Fire Department should not purchase it 
      from him.  No action taken.

       Tim requested the Board consider mowing the Fire Station lawn in the future.  The Board 
       agreed to his request.  Tim also mentioned the overhead doors at the Fire Station need 
       servicing. Tammy will call Overhead Doors.  

       Dave told Tim that the Worksafe inspection is still being planned.  Radio frequencies were 
      discussed.

7.  Financial Report
	a) The Board reviewed the orders.  Steve moved to approve the orders.  The motion was 
               seconded and passed with a vote of 3 to 0.
	b) The Board approved the payment of $378,812.00 to the Roxbury School District.
	c) Tammy updated on Current Taxes.  The Town has received $636,741.49 from 
	     taxpayers.  
	d) There is still $84,744.57 in Delinquent Taxes owed (principal amount).  Anne Maxham, 
	     Delinquent Tax Collector has started tax sale proceedings.  The tax sale will be on 
	     October 29th.  There are four properties up for tax sale.  Another sale is planned in 
	     the near future on two other properties.

8.  New Business
	a) No one is interested in attending the VLCT Selectboard Institute.
	b) VLCT will be meeting with Tammy and the Selectboard to discuss health insurance on 
              September 4th at 3:30.  

9.  Other Business
	a) Employee Personnel Policy - VLCT suggested the Town hire an attorney for help with 
	    the policy.  Dave moved to contact Scott Cameron.  The motion was seconded and 
	    passed with a vote of 3 to 0.  Steve will contact Scott regarding the Employee 
	    Personnel Policy and he will also discuss Union representation.  
	b) Steve moved to approve the Burlington Communication's quote for $5,431.00.  The 
	    motion was seconded and passed with a vote of 3 to 0.  The quote is for a base station 
	    at the Town Office.  The Board agreed to take the funds from the Highway 
	    Reserve Fund.
	c) Dave moved to accept Option 3 with Gillespie Fuels for propane pre-buy and to have 
	   Shawn sign the contract.  The  motion was seconded and approved with a vote of 3 to 
              0.  The cost of the pre-buy is $2,760.00.  The Board approved the payment to Gillespie 
	   Fuels.
	d) The Board discussed getting a pellet furnace for the Town Garage.  Steve will look into
               it.

10. Executive Session - Steve moved to go into executive session with an invitation to Tammy 
      Legacy to discuss a real estate matter.  The motion was seconded and approved with a vote 
      of 3 to 0.  The Board entered executive session at 8:53PM.  The Board exited at 9:08PM.

      Dave moved to offer Gary & Germaine Morse $2,000.00 for an easement, half to be paid by 
      Windridge Camp.  The motion was seconded and passed with a vote of 3 to 0.  Steve will 
      draft a letter to the Morses.

11.  It was mentioned that the Dog River Project area may need maintenance this fall.

With no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 9:10PM.
