1.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM.

2.  Dave moved to approve minutes of December 16, 2014 as amended.  The motion was 
     seconded and approved with a vote of 3 to 0.

3.  Road Commissioner's Report
	a) The Board discussed the LaRose driveway on Warren Mountain Road.  Dave will draft 
 	     a letter to Mrs. LaRose requesting repairs be done in the spring.  Water runs down her 
	     driveway into the road making ice.
	b) Bull Run Road Project is complete except for 5% which will be done in the spring.
	    Dave moved to pay Markowski Excavation $195,078.20.  The motion was seconded 
               and approve with a vote of 3 to 0.  The amount is 5% less - retainage of $10,277.80 
              until job is complete in the spring.
	c) Braintree Hill Road Projects are the only projects to be done.  The estimated cost for 
               those repairs is $250,000.00.
	d) Warren Mountain Road Grant was discussed.  The grant covers an engineering study 
	     of .8 miles (from pavement to Lee Montgomery's property).  The Board received a 
	     proposal from Hoyle, Tanner & Co. of $12,000.00.  Steve moved to enter into an 
	     agreement with Hoyle, Tanner & Co. for engineering study and have Shawn sign the 
	     agreement. The motion was seconded and approved with a vote of 3 to 0.
	e) The auger for the Mack is having problems.  Dave & Loren are trying to find parts for it.
	f)  The seat on the Loader broke.  The cost for replacing it is $1,700.00.

4.  Public
	a) Dave Santi asked whether he should write a Constable Report for the Town Report. 
	    The Board informed him that was up to him but suggested he write a report.
	b) Dave also asked the Board about the holes in front of the Town Office building.  The 
               Board said the holes and lawn will be fixed in the spring.

5.  Financial Report
	a) The Board reviewed the orders.  The Board chose to hold the payment to Brook Field 
	    Service until they speak to them - the Board does not think the bill is correct.
	b) Dave moved to approve the orders with add-ons.  The motion seconded and passed 
               with a vote of 3 to 0.
	c) The Board approved putting funds into the Merchants Bank for medical deductions for 
	    employees (Health Equity Account).
	d) Dave moved to approve current expense loan of $200,000.00 for flood repairs with 	  	     interest rate of 1.65%.  The motion was seconded and passed with a vote of 3 to 0.
	e) The Town received a donation from Eugene & Karen Brewer in recognition of the work
	     the road crew have done.  The donation will be put into the Highway Equipment Fund.



6.  Unfinished Business
	a) The Board set the date for the Public Hearing for the Special Town Meeting for 
               January 20, 2014 at 6:30PM at the Town Office.
	b) The Fish Hatchery will have the Public Informational Meeting on January 21, 2014 at 
                7:00PM at the Town Hall.

7.  New Business
	a) By consensus, the Board approved $100.00 for Tammy to attend a class at the IIMC 
	    conference in may.
	b)  The new COD is 11.80% and the new CLA is 107.80%.  The Board was pleased with 
	      the numbers.

8.  Other Business
	a) The Board discussed computer issues in the office.  Tammy wondered if Sally's 
	     computer should be replaced - it is very slow.  The Board wondered if a server would
	     be beneficial - Tammy will contact ACK for advice.

9.  The Board will meet at 1:00PM on Sunday, January 12, 2014 to work on 2014/2015 Budget, 
     Warning and Selectboard Report.
